Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi’na (ICS) liye ulusal armatérier birlikieri, Uye Devletler, Parlamento
ve Avrupa Komisyonu dahil, Avrupa Birligi (AB) kurumlarini hedef alan, diizenli bir kampanya baslatmay: kabul
etmislerdir.

Hedef, Birlesmis Milletler Uluslararasi Denizcilik Orgiitii (IMO) tarafindan kabul edilen zorunlu, evrensel
CO2 raporlama rejimi ile gemilerin CO2 emisyonlarinin izlenmesi hususundaki tek tarafli yonetmeligin bir hizaya
getirilmesinin hayati dnem tasidigi hususunda AB'yi ikna etmektir.

ICS, Avrupa Toplulugu Armatdrier Birligi (ECSA — The European Community Shipowners Associations) ile siki
bir sekilde calismasinin yant sira, Amerika Birlesik Devletleri, Cin ve diger Asya lilkeleri dahil AB {yesi olmayan
hitkiimetlerin destegini saglamaya niyetlendigini bildirmektedir.

Gegen hafta Tokyo’da yapilan ICS Yillik Genel Kurul Toplantisindan sonra konugan ICS’in yeni segilen Bagkani
Esben POULSSON su agiklamayi yapmistir:

“ Denizcilik, gercekten de diizgiin bir faaliyet alanina sahip olmak igin kiiresel kurallara ihtiyac duyan kiiresel
bir endiistridir — aksi takdirde kaos olacaktir. ICS Uyeleri, diinyadaki CO2 emisyonlarinin azaltilmasi dogrultusunda
gemilerden ciddi katki saglayacak daha baska 6nlemlerin bir mijdecisi olarak, Nisan ayinda tiim IMO Uyesi Devletler
tarafindan oy birligi ile kabul edilen IMO CO2 raporlama rejimini memnuniyetle kargilamaktadir.”

Mr.Poulsson devamla sunlari s6ylemistir:

“ICS zorunlu IMO veri toplama mekanizmasini tamamen desteklemekle birlikte, AB'ye dahil olmayan
birgok hiikiimetin, baglangigta bazi ¢cekinceleri olmus olup, bu g¢ekinceler ancak denizcilik endistrisinin IMO’nun
ilerleme kaydetmesi igin alternatifin, AB tarafindan empoze edilen tek tarafli bir bolgesel rejim olacagim 6ne
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slirmesi ile gideriimistir. AB’nin tiim uluslararasi topluiuk tarafindan halen kabul ediimis olan IMO sistemi ile kendi
rejimini bir hizaya getirmesine ihtiyac vardir.”

Gemilerin CO2 emisyonlarinin izlenmesi, Rapor Edilmesi ve Dogrulanmasi hususundaki AB Yonetmeligi (The
EU Regulation on the Monitoring, Reporting and Verification - MRV) 2015 yilinda kabul edilmis olup, Ug¢ yil icinde
tamamen uygulanacaktir. Ancak, AB bayrakl olmayan gemiler dahil, Avrupa’ya tagima yapan tim gemilerin en erken
2017’ye kadar bunun bazi hiikiimlerine uymalari hukuken istenecektir.

Ancak, AB Yonetmeligi, IMO tarafindan kabul edilen herhangi bir benzer rejim ile ayni hizada olmayi saglamak
icin Avrupa Komisyonu’nun uyarlamalar 6nerebilecegi seklindeki bir hiikmii igermektedir.

Mr. Poulsson sunlari s6ylemistir:

“IMO tarafindan kabul edilmek (izere olan kiiresei sisteme uygun hale getirmek i¢in, Komisyonun simdi
kendi rejiminde degisiklik yapmay taahhiit etmesi hayati 6nem tagimaktadir. Agikgasi, AB tarafindan
gelistirilmekte olan bolgesel dogrulama mekanizmast, denizci bayrak devletleri tarafindan IMO rejiminin yiiriirliige
konma sekline uygun olmayacaktir. Dolayisiyla, amaca hi¢ uymayacaktir. IMO’da kabul edilmis olan hususa aykiri
olarak, Komisyon tarafindan yayinlanmak Uzere gemilerinden ticari bakimdan hassas bilgileri sunmalarinin
istenmesine birgok AB’ye dahil olmayan denizci iilkenin kuvvetle kars ¢ikacaklarindan da kuskulaniyoruz, “

Mr. Poulsson su hususlar vurgulamigtir:

“Denizcilik endiistrisini ger¢ekten endiselendiren husus, AB, kendi Yonetmeligi bdyle yapmasina miisaade ettigi
i¢in, kendi rejimini IMO ile yeniden bir hizaya getirmeyi reddederse, bu durum diger bazi hiikiimetler tarafindan
bir samimiyetsizlik isareti olarak anlagilacaktir; o zaman bu IMO tarafindan ilave CO2 indirimleri yapiimasinin
diisinilmesini potansiyel olarak engelleyebilirdi.”

ICS, 2013’den beri tim dinyada yiiriirlikte olan zorunlu IMO CO2 indirim Yénetmeligine ilave olarak,
IMO’nun daha bagka CO2 indirim nlemieri gelistirmesini desteklemeye son derece bagl oldugunu bildirmektedir.

Gegen yil Aralik ayinda Paris Anlagsmasinin kabul edilmesinden hemen sonra, ICS, CO2'yi azaltmak igin ‘IMO
tarafindan Kararlastirilan Tasarlanan Bir Katkinin’ IMO tarafindan gelistirilmesi gerektigini 6nermistir — bu neri Ekim
2016’da IMO Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi tarafindan gorusilecektir.

Mr. Poulsson agagidaki yorumda bulunmustur:
“Uluslararasi denizcilik sekt6rii, artan deniz tagimaciligina ragmen, 2007’den beri toplam CO2 emisyonlarini yaklasik
%10 azaltmigtir. Ocak ayindan beri petrol fiyatlarinin %80 kadar artmig olmasi, yakit tiiketimini daha aza indirerek
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CO2'yi azaltmak igin, mimkiin olan her seyin yapilmasinin gergekten de tiim armatérlerin gikarina oldugu hususunu
gliclendirmektedir.,

IMO’daki daha baska 6nlemler denizcilik endiistrisinin bunu saglamasina yardima olacaktir. Béylece en
son isteyecegimiz sey AB iklim degisikligi yetkililerinin, IMO islemini ciddi sekilde bozacak ve giiglestirecek olan
uzlagmaz tutumu olacaktir; AB s6z verdigi seyi yapmayi reddederse korkariz ki bu gergeklesecektir.

Bir kiiresel endiistri olarak kiiresel bir gergeveye ihtiyacimiz oldugu seklindeki denizcilik endiistrisinin giiclii
gorlistiniin bir defa daha tekrarlanmasi uygundur. Bunu saglamak i¢in sadece IMO donanimiidir.”

EUMUST ALIGN SHIPPING CO, RULES WITH INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY,
SAYSICS

GLOBAL SHIPOWNERS' BODY STARTS MAJOR NEW CAMPAIGN

The member national shipowners' associations of the International Chamber of Shipping (ICS)
have agreed to commence a co-ordinated campaign aimed at European Union (EU) institutions,
including Member States, Parliament and the European Commission.

The goal is to persuade the EU of the vital necessity of aligning its unilateral regulation on the
monitoring of shipping's CO, emissions with the mandatory worldwide CO; reporting regime
that has been agreed by the UN International Maritime Organization (IMO).

In addition to working closely with the European Community Shipowners' Associations
(ECSA), ICS says it intends to enlist the support of non-EU governments including the United
States, China and other Asian nations.

Speaking after the ICS AGM in Tokyo last week, the (newly elected) ICS Chairman, Esben
Poulsson, explained:

“Shipping is a global industry requiring global rules, in order to have a truly level playing field -
otherwise we have chaos. ICS members greatly welcome the IMO CO; reporting regime that
was unanimously agreed by all IMO Member States in April, as a precursor to further measures
that will hopefully deliver a serious contribution from shipping towards reducing the world's

CO, emissions.”

Mr Poulsson continued:

“While ICS fully supports the mandatory IMO data collection mechanism, many non-EU
governments initially had some reservations which were only overcome by the industry
arguing that the alternative to IMO making progress would be a unilateral regional regime
being imposed by the EU. The EU needs to live up to its side of the bargain and align its regime
with the IMO system that's now been agreed by the entire international community.”

The EU Regulation on the Monitoring, Reporting and Verification (MRV) of ships' CO,
emissions was adopted in 2015 and will be fully implemented in three years' time. But all ships
trading to Europe, including non-EU flag ships, will be legally required to comply with some of
its provisions by as early as 2017.

Significantly, however, the EU Regulation contains a provision to the effect that the European
Commission can propose adjustments to ensure alignment with any similar regime adopted by

IMO.

Mr Poulsson added:



“Itis vital that the Commission now commits to the task of modifying its regime to make it
compatible with the global system which is about to be adopted by IMO. Quite frankly, the
regional verification mechanism being developed by the EU will not be compatible with the
way in which the IMO regime will be enforced by maritime flag states. It's therefore goingto
be completely unfit for purpose. We also suspect that many non-EU shipping nations will be
strongly opposed to their ships being required to submit commercially sensitive information
for publication by the Commission, at variance to what has been agreed at IMO."

Mr Poulsson stressed:

“The key thing that really concerns the shipping industry is that if the EU refuses to realign its
regime with IMO, as its own Regulation permits it to do, this will be perceived by other
governments as a sign of bad faith, which could then potentially inhibit the consideration of
any additional CO, reduction measures by IMO.”

ICS says it is deeply committed to supporting the development of further CO, reduction
measures by IMO, on top of the mandatory IMO CO, reduction regulations which have beenin
force worldwide since 2013,

Immediately after the adoption of the Paris Agreement, in December last year, ICS proposed
that IMO should develop an 'Intended IMO Determined Contribution' to reduce CO, - a
suggestion that will be discussed further by the IMO Marine Environment Protection
Committee in October 2016.

Mr Poulsson commented:

“The international shipping sector has cut its total CO,emissions by around 10 per cent since
2007, despite increased maritime trade. With oil prices having risen some 80% since January,
this reinforces how it is truly in every shipowner's interest to do everything possible to further
reduce fuel consumption and thus cut CO,.

Further measures at IMO will help the industry deliver this. So the last thing we want is
intransigence from EU climate change officials that will seriously frustrate and complicate this
IMO process, which is what we fear will happen if the EU refuses to do what it promised to do.

It's worth reiterating, yet again, the industry's strongly held view that as a global industry we
need a global framework. Only IMO is equipped to provide this.”
