Please note the number of cases reported varies depending on the time when they are
reported to WHO for inclusion in their daily statistics, so the numbers are likely to constantly
change. ICS is also aware that different media are reporting higher numbers, but it is
essential to use the WHO data as official benchmark numbers.

Crew Case Reporting

ICS would be grateful if we could continue to be notified of: -
2



= any information regarding crew members who may be undergoing testing or who have tested
positive for COVID-19. This is important to track the number of crew affected both on cruise
ships and cargo ships and to be able to report this back to WHO and IMO to ensure
appropriate measures are adopted going forward.

= issues faced in relation to procurement of any necessary medical supplies.
= any other employment concerns.

= any other issues which have arisen in relation to the outbreak which may need to be raised at
an international level.

Covid - 19 Highlights

WHO is producing a number of new technical guidance documents which are being reviewed to
see how they can best be utilised.

ICS is monitoring the situation daily and advising members as and when appropriate.
This report includes tables showing the latest case numbers and locations globally.

An ICS e-room contains advice and up to date information for shipping companies regarding
COVID-19, which ports are open, advice from flag States, Labour Supply Countries and port
States as to actions required for vessels and their crew members and citizens. Anyone wishing to
subscribe should contact the undersigned.

Shipping companies should follow the advice of international agencies such as the WHO, IMO,
ILO & EU to ensure ships comply with their respective advice which is regularly being amended.
ICS has also worked with these agencies, together with MSC Shipping and IMHA to produce best
practice practical medical advice. It is hoped that this guidance along with posters to place on
board ships will be ready for download from the ICS website shortly. A circular will be issued
once this is available.

Onboard Medical Advice for treatment of COVID-19

All countries must follow the WHO International Health Regulations which apply to all transport
sectors including shipping and aviation. These give clear advice for the Shipping Industry to follow to
avoid global spread of infections and outbreaks of communicable diseases. These were updated in
2005 to reflect lessons learned from the SARS crisis.

All ships must complete a Maritime Declaration of Health or Passenger Locator form before entering
a port area so that any health concerns can be identified early and appropriate assistance given.
Pratique is a license given to a ship to enter port on assurance from the captain to the authorities that
she is free from contagious disease. Clearance granted is commonly referred to as free pratique. A
ship can request pratique by flying a solid yellow square-shaped flag. The yellow flag is the Q flag of
the International maritime signal flags. Port States must assist vessels with suspected cases of
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contagious diseases and if necessary provide medical assistance, equipment and other goods such
as fresh food and water to ships which are affected.

Ships with over 100 crew onboard are required to have a medical practitioner onboard whereas cargo
ships and other vessels travelling internationally just have seafarers with limited first aid and medical
training.

WHO has published the Rational use of personal protective equipment for COVID-19.

This document summarizes WHO recommendations for appropriate use of personal protective
equipment (PPE) in health care / community settings, including handling cargo.

Cargo Ships should:-

= access advice from telemedical services, internet advice, and port health authorities.

= carry a copy of the International Medical Guide for Ships or a national equivalent publication
with medical advice including a list of equipment and medicines required to be kept onboard.

= check the WHO suggested equipment for COVID-19. Most is already carried onboard
merchant vessels but equipment not carried onboard including testing equipment should be
provided by port State health officials.

= preferably utilise single cabins if the medical room is already in use to avoid spreading the
disease.

Crew on cruise ships may share sleeping facilities and be required to provide food and other services
to passengers thus they are potentially more exposed to onboard contagion.

Cruise Ship Access to Ports

ICS is aware that there have been reported situations where Cruise Ships have not been allowed to
dock in ports of certain countries. Each incident is being reported to WHO and we will continue to
press for countries to honour their obligations under the IHR.

Cargo Ship Crew access to Medical Support in Ports

It would also be helpful to know of cases where seafarers with reported symptoms are not able to
access medical assistance from shore side personnel so that these issues can be raised at an
international level.

Coronavirus — Global Port Restrictions Map

ICS encourages members and shipping companies to review a website of potential ports with
restrictions. With countries announcing new restrictions on ships and crew that have called at
mainland Chinese ports and other vulnerable locations to try to combat spread of Covid 19 staying up
to date can be complex. Wilhelmsen Ships Service has produced a useful online “Coronavirus —
Global Port Restrictions Map”. By clicking on ports or countries users can view restrictions in each
location. The map is based on information available to Wilhelmsen and may not be exhaustive but is
updated twice daily.

Strategic objectives

ICS supports WHO's strategic objectives which are now to:

* Interrupt human-to-human transmission including reducing secondary infections among close
contacts and health care workers, preventing transmission amplification events, and further
international spread*;

* Identify, isolate and care for patients early, including providing optimized care for infected patients;

* Identify and reduce transmission from the animal source;

» Address crucial unknowns regarding clinical severity, extent of transmission and infection, treatment
options, and accelerating development of diagnostics, therapeutics and vaccines;

» Communicate critical risk and event information to all communities to counter misinformation;

» Minimize social and economic impact through multisectoral partnerships.

*This can be achieved through a mix of public health measures, such as rapid identification, diagnosis
and case management, identification and follow up of contacts, infection prevention and control in
health care settings, implementation of health measures for travelers, awareness-raising in the

population and risk communication.

Preparedness and response

WHO recommendations and advice to reduce COVID-19 infections are:

Avoiding close contact with people suffering from acute respiratory infections.

Frequent hand-washing, especially after direct contact with ill people or their environment.
Avoiding unprotected contact with farm or wild animals.

Ensuring cough etiquette (maintain distance, cover coughs & sneezes with disposable tissues or
clothing, & wash hands).

o Within health care facilities, enhance standard infection prevention and control practices



WHO does not recommend any specific health measures for travellers. In case of symptoms
suggestive of respiratory iliness either during or after travel, travellers should seek medical attention
and share their travel history with their health care provider.

WHO RECOMMENDATIONS AND ADVICE FOR THE PUBLIC

If you have not:

= been in an area where COVID-19 is spreading,
= or travelled from an area where COVID-19 is spreading,
= or been in contact with an infected patient, your risk of infection is low.

It is understandable to feel anxious about the outbreak. It's a good idea to get the facts from reliable
sources to help to accurately determine risks to take reasonable precautions.

Seek guidance from WHO, your healthcare provider, your national public health authority or your
employer for accurate information on COVID-19 and whether COVID-19 is circulating where you are.
It is important to be informed of the situation and take appropriate measures to protect yourself and
your family (see Protection measures for everyone).

If you are in an area with cases of COVID-19 you must take the risk of infection seriously. Follow the
advice of WHO and guidance issued by national and local health authorities. For most people,
COVID-19 infection will cause mild illness however, it can make some people very ill and in some
people it can be fatal.

Older people, and those with pre-existing medical conditions (such as cardiovascular disease, chronic
respiratory disease or diabetes) are at risk for severe disease.

Other Agencies

ICS has been advised of two documents within the Iasf week which are attached at Annexes 1 and 2
respectively.

Annex 1 relates to information provided by the MPA in Singapore which we have been asked to draw
to the attention of shipowners.

Annex 2 relates to information regarding crew transfers in relation to Hong Kong which have been
shared by Tokyo Mou. We will continue to advise of any other similar documentation received in
future weekly briefing notices.

Confirmed cases of COVID19 acute respiratory disease reported by provinces, regions and
cities in China, 15t March 2020.

All provinces in China have cases of COVID-19 but the largest number of cases are still within
WUHAN Hubei — with 66907 confirmed cases (2761 deaths). This compares to a total of 79968
cases (2873 deaths) within China as a whole.

IMPACT OF CORONAVIRUS DISEASE 2019 (COVID-19) OUTBREAK ON
SINGAPORE-REGISTERED SHIPS

1. MPA understands that in view of the ongoing COVID-19 situation, owners and
managers of Singapore-registered ships (SRS) are facing challenges in meeting
various statutory requirements under the Merchant Shipping (Maritime Labour
Convention) Act (the MLC Act), the Merchant Shipping Act and the subsidiary
legislations.

2. These challenges may include the timely repatriation of seafarers onboard SRS
at the end of the period in the seafarer's employment agreement (SEA), deployment
of seafarers who are not able to obtain revalidation from training institutes for their
expiring certifications, inability to obtain shipyard dry-docking services, inability to carry
out mandatory periodical surveys, audits and inspections in time, etc.

3. The Maritime and Port Authority of Singapore (MPA) empathises with the
situation faced by the owners and managers of SRS and desires to take a pragmatic
approach to assist the industry in overcoming these challenges. The following
paragraphs include a non-exhaustive list of scenarios and provide instructions for SRS
owners and managers who face such challenging issues due to the COVID-19
outbreak, to obtain MPA’s favourable consideration and expedited approval.

EXTENSION OF SEA SERVICE BEYOND CONTRACT PERIOD

4, SRS owners and managers unable to repatriate seafarers who have completed
the employment duration as stipulated in the seafarers’ SEA in accordance with
Section 23 of the MLC Act may submit a request to MPA for extension of the sea
service period. Documents to be submitted as follows:

A) Employment details of the affected seafarers
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B) Confirmation of consent by the affected seafarers

5. The extension of contractual period of the seafarers should be reflected on the
corresponding SEA of the affected seafarers. Ship owners and managers should also
ensure that the notification of crew list to MPA, in accordance with Section 15 of the
MLC Act, is carried out.

EXTENSION OF SEA SERVICE PERIOD BEYOND QUALIFICATION
REVALIDATION DEADLINE

6. Consideration will be given to allow seafarers who hold foreign issued
Certificates of Competencies (COC) to continue serving onboard SRS, if they are
unable to revalidate their COC before the expiry date due to the COVID-19 outbreak.
SRS owners and managers may submit such request in-writing to MPA, accompanied
with a confirmation of continued validity from the issuing authority of the seafarer’s
COC.

7. MPA will issue a flag administration confirmation letter for the seafarer to
continue serving onboard SRS. No fees will be charged for this endorsement.

8. For Singapore COC holders, MPA will issue a letter to extend validity of the
COC of the holders who may not be able to disembark due to the captioned grounds,
similarly without fees.

EXTENSION OF MANDATORY SURVEYS, AUDITS AND EXPIRY OF STATUTORY
CERTIFICATES

9. Consideration will also be given to the extension of mandatory statutory surveys,
inspections or audits. Application for extension of surveys/inspections/audits or validity
of statutory certificates may be submitted to MPA, accompanied by recommendation
from the recognised organisation (RO) that issued the relevant certificate on behalf of
MPA.

10. We advise SRS owners and managers to submit such application before the
due date of the surveys/audits or expiry date of the statutory certificate in order to
avoid Port State Control issues.

11.  All application for dispensations as mentioned in paragraphs 4, 6 and 9

Extension of Crew Agreement Service Period for Seafarers
Working On Board Hong Kong Registered Ships in response to the
QOutbreak of Novel Coronavirus

Arising from the global outbreak of novel coronavirus,
increasing number of port Authorities have adopted stringent border control
to limit or bar the movement of persons with the objective of lowering the
chance of the disease spreading in the community. We understand that
such measures have resulted in shipowners having difficulty to arrange crew
change for shipboard seafarers to be repatriated when their crew agreements
expire. As a result, many seafarers employed to work on board Hong Kong
registered ships may exceed the service period as entered in their crew
agreements.

In view of the aforementioned circumstances, the Hong Kong
Marine Department (HKMD) would like to draw the attention of shipowners
/ ship managers / masters that an extension of a seafarer’s service period can
be exercised pursuant to section 3A of the Merchant Shipping (Seafarers)
(Repatriation) Regulation (Cap. 478Q), provided that such extension is
agreed by the seafarer voluntarily in writing. Such extension should also
be set out properly in the crew agreement, and should be submitted to
