Mevcut durumda kiiresel ¢apta bilinen yeni koronaviriis (COVID-19) salgininin ilk vakasi,
31 Aralik 2019 tarihinde Cin Halk Cumbhuriyeti’nin Wuhan sehri Hubei bdlgesinden
bildirilmistir. 9 Ocak 2020 tarihinde Cin yetkilileri tarafindan, viriislerin neden oldugu bu
zatlirreyi olusturan, daha once kesfedilen diger koronaviriislerden farkli, yeni bir tiir
koronaviriis tanimlandig1 belirtilmistir.

30 Ocak 2020 tarihinde Uluslararast Saglik Mevzuati-2005 (International Health Regulations-
IHR) kapsaminda toplanan Acil Durum Komitesi tarafindan verilen tavsiyeyi takiben, Diinya
Saglik Orgiitii (World Health Organization-WHO) Genel Miidiirii, COVID-19’un kiiresel capta
ani bir artig gostermesinin, Uluslararas1 Halk Sagligi Acil Durumu (PHEIC) oldugunu ilan
ederek bir takim Gegici Oneri yaynlamistir.

WHO, yeni koronaviriis hakkinda bilimsel verileri hizla arttirmak ve viriisiin yayilmasini,
siddetini izlemek i¢in kiiresel ¢apta uzmanlar, hiikiimetler ve diger kurum/kuruluslarla isbirligi
igerisinde calismaktadir. Diinya Saglk Orgiitii tarafindan verilen tavsiyelere dayanarak,
Uluslararas1 Denizcilik Orgiitii (International Maritime Organization-IMO) denizciler, yolcular
ve gemide bulunan diger kisiler i¢in COVID-19 risklerini minimize etmeye yonelik alinmasi
gereken onlemler hakkinda bilgi ve rehberlik saglamak amaciyla 31 Ocak 2020 tarihli ve 4204
sayili duyuruyu yayimlamistir.

Acil Durum Komitesi’nin tavsiyesi tizerine WHO Genel Miidiirii herhangi bir yolculuk veya
ticaret kisitlamas1 dnermemistir. Ulkeler, bahse konu halk saglig1 riski iizerine ¢alismalarini
WHO’nun hazirlikli olma ve miidahale 6nerileri dogrultusunda artirmaktadir. Bunun yani sira,
deniz trafiginin ciddi dl¢iide bozulmasina neden olabilecek, 6zellikle gemileri, personelini,
yolcularim1 ve yiikleri etkileyecek, limandan ayrilma izninin geciktirilmesi veya girigin
reddedilmesi gibi bir takim ek dnlemler {ilkeler tarafindan alinmaktadir.

WHO, saglik onlemlerinin uluslararas: trafik ve ticarete miidahaleyi en aza indirecek sekilde
uygulanmasini saglamaya yonelik, devletlere yardimci olmak i¢in Uluslararasi Denizcilik
Orgiitii ve diger kurum/kuruluslarla yakin istisare halinde calismaktadir.

Bu baglamda WHO ve IMO, hastaligin ortaya ¢ikmasi veya yayilmasinin 6nlenmesi ihtiyacinin
bilincinde olarak, gemiler i¢in “serbest pratika” (IHR 2005-madde 28) gerekliliklerine, tim
yolcular i¢in uygun tedavi ilkelerine, gemilerdeki kisi ve mallarin gecikmelerinin 6nlenmesine
saygl duyulmasi gerekmektedir.

IHR’ye Taraf Devletler, saglik riskleri ¢ercevesinde, uluslararasi trafik ve ticarette gecikmelere
neden olabilecek uygulamalardan kaginacak sekilde, hastaligin uluslararasi yayilmasina halk
sagligi agisindan miidahalede bulunmayi taahhiit etmislerdir. Ayrica, IMO'nun Deniz
Trafiginin Kolaylastirilmasina iliskin Sézlesme’sinde (genellikle “FAL Sozlesmesi” olarak
bilinir), IHR’ye taraf olmayan {ilkelerin uluslararast denizcilikte THR’yi uygulamaya
calisacaklar ifade edilmektedir.

Gemilere, kigilere ve gemideki mallara liman girisinde
uygulanacak gereksiz kisitlama veya gecikmelerden kaginma ilkeleri, FAL S6zlesmesi EKi’nin
6. bolimii ile | ve V. kisimlarinda da yer almaktadir. IHR ve IMO diizenlemeleri, ortak
hedeflerini giivenceye almak icin tutarl bir sekilde uygulanmalidir.

Ozellikle, bayrak ve liman devlet idareleri ve denetim/kontrol unsurlari, denizcilik sirketleri,
gemi kaptanlari, mevcut salgin siirecinde, yolcularin gemiye binis ve inislerini, kargo
operasyonlarin gergeklestirilmesini, gemilerin onarim ve bakim igin tersanelere girip
¢ikabilmesini, malzeme ve mallarin yiiklenebilmesini ve miirettebatin degistirilebilmesini
saglamak i¢in igbirligi igerisinde olmalar1 gerekmektedir.

Diinya Saglik Orgiitii ve Uluslararas1 Denizcilik Orgiitii, yeni koronaviriis salgminim yol agtigi
denizcilik sektoriinde yasanan sorunlara miidahale etmek igin iilkelere ve sektoriin paydaslarina
yardimci olmaya ve destek vermeye hazirdir.

OUTBREAK.

Action Required: Members are invited to note that the WHO and IMO have now issued
a joint statement to call upon member governments to respect the requirements of
“free pratique” for ships under the International Health Regulations (IHR 2005 article
28). The statement reiterates the principles of proper care for all travelers and
avoiding unnecessary restrictions or delays on port entry for ships and crew.

The Director-General of WHO and the Secretary-General of IMO have jointly issued the
attached statement to assist States in ensuring that health measures are implemented in ways

that minimize unnecessary interference with international traffic and trade.

Member States and international organizations are encouraged to disseminate this joint
statement as widely as possible.
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A Joint Statement on the Response to the COVID-19 Outbreak
- 13 February 2020 -

On 31 December 2019, the first outbreak of what has now become known globally as the novel
coronavirus (COVID-19) was reported in Wuhan City, Hubei Province of the People’s Republic of
China. On 9 January 2020, Chinese authorities reported in the media that the cause of this viral
pneumonia was initially identified as a new type of coronavirus, which is different from any other
human coronaviruses discovered so far.

Following the advice provided by the Emergency Committee convened under the International
Health Regulations (THR) (2005) on 30 January 2020, the Director-General of the World Health
Organization (WHO) declared the outbreak of COVID-19 to be a Public Health Emergency of
Intemational Concern (PHEIC) and issued a set of Temporary Recommendations.

WHO is working closely with global experts, governments and partners to rapidly expand scientific
knowledge on this new virus, to track the spread and virulence of the virus, and to provide advice to
countries and the global community on measures to protect health and prevent the spread of this
outbreak. Based on recommendations developed by the WHO, the International Maritime
Organization (IMO) has issued Circular Letter No.4204 of 31 January 2020 to provide information
and guidance on the precautions to be taken to minimize risks to seafarers, passengers and others on
board ships from the novel coronavirus (COVID-19).

Following the advice of the Emergency Committee, the WHO Director General did not recommend
any travel or trade restriction. Countries are stepping up their efforts in line with WHO’s
recommendations for preparedness and response to this public health risk. At the same time,
additional measures are being adopted by countries, ranging from delayed port clearance or refusal
of entry, which may cause severe disruption of international maritime traffic, in particular affecting
ships, their crews, passengers and cargo.

WHO is working in close consultation with IMO and other partners to assist States in ensuring that
health measures be implemented in ways that minimize unnecessary interference with international
traffic and trade.

In this connection, WHO and IMO call upon all States to respect the requirements of “free pratique”
for ships (THR (2005) article 28) and the principles of proper care for all travelers and the prevention
of unnecessary delays to ships and to persons and property on board, while recognizing the need to
prevent the introduction or spread of disease.

THR States Parties have committed to providing a public health response to the international spread
of disease “in ways that are commensurate with and restricted to public health risks, and which
avoid unnecessary interference with international traffic and trade”. Further, IMO's Convention on
the Facilitation of Maritime Traffic (commonly known as the "FAL Convention") states that non-
Parties to the IHR shall endeavor to apply the [HR to intemational shipping.

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Accordingly, measures interfering with international maritime traffic are subject to provisions of the
IHR (2005), including the specific requirements set out in Article 43, Further, it is essential that
States Parties implement the IHR with full respect for the dignity, human rights and fundamental
freedoms of everyone, as stated in Article 3(1). The principles of avoiding unnecessary restrictions
or delay on port entry to ships, persons and property on board are alse embodied in Articles I and V
and section 6 of the annex of the FAL Convention. THR and IMO regulations must be applied in a
consistent manner to secure their common objectives,

In particular, flag State Authorities, port State authorities and control regimes, companies and ship
masters should cooperate, in the current context of the outbreak, to ensure that where appropriate,
passengers can be embarked and disembarked, cargo aperations can occur, ships can enter and
depart shipyards for repair and survey, stores and supplies can be loaded, and crews can be
exchanged.

The World Health Organization and the International Maritime Organization stand ready to assist

and support countries and the maritime industry in responding to the challenges to shipping posed
by the current outbreak of novel coronavirus,
