ICS, gemi isletmecileri ve personelinin, koronaviriis pandemisi sirasinda tibbi kosullarla
miicadele eden denizcilerin giivenligini saglamasi i¢in kiiresel denizcilik sektoriine yonelik
olarak 48 sayfalik giincellenmis bir saglik rehberi yayinlamigtir.

e note information provided by WHO for (30 May 2020). 216 countries (the
same as last week) have now reported 5,934,936 confirmed cases of
COVID-19. 630, 164 (11.88%) additional cases were confirmed globally
since the last report issued. There have also been 25,137 (7.34%)
additional deaths over the period. However, it remains important to
appreciate that many countries cannot report all cases as they still do not
have appropriate testing equipment, so numbers are likely to be
considerably higher. 20 Countries which have reported cases of Covid -19
are declaring themselves as currently covid-free.

e note that ICS have now released version 2.1 of the Guidance for Ship
Operators for the Protection of the Health of Seafarers (covid-19) which is
available for download from the ICS website. More details are included
below. New posters are also available to complement the earlier ones.

e Note that ICS was pleased to participate in 2 webinars last week hosted by
WHO, with ILO and IMO to highlight members concerns regarding medical
access for seafarers during Covid -19. About 450 people from around the

ICS have now released version 2.1 of the Guidance for Ship Operators for the
Protection of the Health of Seafarers (covid-19).

ICS has issued an updated 48-page health guidance document for the global shipping
industry to ensure ship operators and crew can safely deal with seafarers struggling
with medical conditions during the coronavirus pandemic. This can be downloaded for

free to help protect the health of seafarers (and passengers) as well as the
general public here. This replaces version 2.0 issued last Thursday which regrettably
had the word not missing before boarded in section 3.3.1 It now reads

“Since a negative PCR test does not guarantee that a seafarer is not infected with
COVID-19 and they could still potentially carry the virus on board the ship, any seafarer
about to join the ship who develops any symptoms of a respiratory tract infection
(cough, fever, sore throat, etc.) should not be boarded as planned and should receive
further medical advice.”

This guidance aims to confidence national governments and port authorities that crew
changes can be conducted in a safe and effective manner and must happen especially
when there are critically ill crew members on board. Urgent action is now required to
ensure that no other seafarers are subjected to prolonged period without medical
assistance if they need it. The document builds on the earlier guidance, providing
recommendations and information on:

Safe port entry

Shipboard measures to address risks associated with COVID-19
Managing an outbreak of COVID-19 on board ships

Managing other medical issues during COVID-19, including medical
assistance to seafarers in ports Included are:

10 posters for use onboard ship

Sample seafarer and passenger pre-boarding passenger locator form (PLF)
Crew self-declaration form to aid safe passage

Recommended WHO COVID-19 support and logistics supplies list
How to make a non-medical mask

Interim guidance on the use of masks in the context of COVID-19
Measures to enhance mental health and wellbeing

Ability for seafarers to renew prescriptions

Since the outbreak of the virus, Covid-19 related restrictions and the drastic reduction of
air traffic have prevented over 200,000 seafarers from routine changeovers. Spending
an extended period onboard, seafarers are at risk from adverse health effects, including
fatigue and mental health issues. The following organizations were consulted to
produce the revised guidance:
