Ancak genel olarak bu degisimler, Amerika Birlesik Devletleri’nde oldugu gibi inis ve ¢ikis
gosteren bir ilk dalga olarak ortaya cikmaktadir. Bir salgin dalgasinin sona erdigini
sOyleyebilmek icin, viriisiin kontrol altina alinmis olmasi ve vaka sayilarinin énemli dlgiide
diismesi gerekmektedir. Ikinci dalganin basladiginin sdylenebilmesi i¢in vaka sayilarinda
stirekli bir artis meydana gelmelidir. 24 giin sonrasinda tekrar ilk vakanin tespit edildigi Yeni

Zelanda ve 50 giin boyunca vaka bildirmeyen Pekin i¢in ikinci dalga tanimlamasi kullanilamaz.
Ancak bazi bilim insanlari, iran’1n ikinci dalga tanimina uymaya basladigini ifade etmektedir.

Diinva Genelinde Durum

21 Haziran 2020 tarihi itibariyla, 183.000 kisi ile toplam vaka sayisindaki en yiiksek giinliik
artis Diinya Saglk Orgiitii tarafindan belirlenmistir. En ¢ok vaka Brezilya’da tespit edilmis
olup, ABD ve Hindistan bu tilkeyi takip etmektedir.

Teyit edilen vakalarin fazla olmasi kiiresel capta test sayisindaki artigla kismen baglantilidir.
Salginin baglamasindan bu yana diinya genelinde 9 milyona yakin tespit edilmis vaka, 467.000
vefat bildirilmistir.

Mevcut durumda Latin Amerika salginin merkezi konumundadir. Hindistan, Pakistan,
Banglades ve Ukrayna’da da teyit edilen vaka sayisinda artis bulunmaktadir. Tiirkiye, Misir,
Liibnan, Umman, Birlesik Arap Emirlikleri ve Katar dahil olmak t{izere Ortadogu iilkelerinde
vaka sayilar1 artmaktadir.

Son haftalarda COVID-19 vakalarinin arttig1 bolgeler
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Mevcut durumda Brezilya’da pandemi sonucu 50.000 vefat sayis1 kaydedilmis olup sadece
ABD'de vefat sayisinda artis goriilmektedir. Brezilya, ABD'den sonra COVID-19 kaynakli
50.000'den fazla vefat teyit eden ikinci lilke konumundadir. Bu endise verici 6nemli olay artan
siyasi huzursuzluklarla ayn1 doneme denk gelmis olup, giin igerisinde iilkede bir milyondan
fazla vaka teyit edilmistir. Uzmanlar, Brezilya’daki salginin pik noktasina ulasmasinin haftalar
stirecegi konusunda uyarida bulunmaktadir. 21 Haziran 2020 tarihi itibariyla son 24 saat i¢cinde
641 yeni vefat teyit edilmis olup vefat eden kisilerin toplam1 50.617’e ulagmistir. Mevcut siirece
bakildiginda sadece ABD 2,2 milyon vaka ve yaklasik 120.000 vefatla daha vahim bir durumda
bulunmaktadir.



Bir dnceki giin teyit edilen 22 vaka sayisinin ardindan, Cin’in Pekin sehrinde 9 yeni vaka daha
teyit edilmistir. 10 giin sonrasinda tek haneli rakamlarda teyit edilen vaka sayisi olarak
karsimiza c¢ikmaktadir. Pekin’de biiyiik bir gida pazarinda kaydedilen sigramada 230’un
iizerinde yeni vaka teyit edilmis olup mahalli kisitlama ve seyahat yasaklar1 uygulanmistir.

Johns Hopkins Universitesi verilerine gore Hindistan’da 15.000°den fazla yeni vaka ile teyit
edilen vaka sayis1 410.461°e yiikselmis olup, 13.254 vefat bildirilmistir. ABD, Brezilya ve
Rusya’dan sonra en fazla vaka sayisi bildirilen dérdiincii iilke konumundadir. Ulkedeki
kisitlamalarin hafifletilmesinin {izerinden iki hafta ge¢mis olup, vaka sayilarinda artis
gozlemlenmektedir. Bazi uzmanlar viriisin Muson mevsiminde, Temmuz ve Eyliil aylari
arasinda pik yapacagi tahmininde bulunmaktadir. Zaten etkili islemeyen saglik sistemi, Delhi
ve Mumbai gibi sehirlerde artis gosteren vakalarin etkisiyle etkinligini daha da fazla
kaybetmistir. Hastane yatak kapasitesinin kisitli olduguna ve hastalarin kabul edilmedigine dair
raporlar iilkede endise olusturmaktadir.

Bu say1, 1 milyon niifus basina 2.378 adet test
yapildig1 sonucunu vermekte olup, diinya genelinde en kotii test oranlarindan biri konumunda
yer almaktadir. Bir kiyaslama yapilacak olursa bu say1, 53,7 milyon niifusa sahip olan Kenya’da
elde edilen 1 milyon niifus basina 2.606 test oranindan daha diisiiktiir. Endonezya Hiikiimeti,
iilke capinda bir kisitlama uygulamak yerine bazi1 bolgeler ve sehirler i¢in biiyiik 6lgekli sosyal
kisitlamalar1 onaylamistir.

Miizeler, spor salonlar1 ve kiitiiphaneler
gibi kamusal alanlardaki tiim toplantilar yasaklanmis olup Shincheonji Church of Jesus
bilinyesinde 22 kilise kapatilmistir. Kilise, Subat ayinda 6.000'den fazla tiyenin enfekte oldugu
iilkenin en biiylik salginin merkezinde yer almaktadir. Seul belediye baskani, ikinci bir viriis
dalgas1 icin hazirlik yaptiklarini belirtmistir. Yetkililer, enfeksiyonun bagkentte kalmasi
durumunda daha fazla temas izleme cihazi ve hastane yatagi temin etmektedir.

Yeni Zelanda, kruvaziyer gemilerinin i¢in giris yasaginin uzatildigini duyurmustur. Bagbakan
Sn. Jacinda ARDERN, "30 Haziran 2020 tarihinde sona ermesi beklenen mevcut kruvaziyer
gemisi yasagini uzatiyoruz" agiklamasinda bulunmustur. Yeni Zelanda, viriis ile miicadelede
en basarili iilkelerden biri olmustur. Tiim i¢ kisitlamalar kaldirilmistir ancak sinirdaki dnlemler
devam etmektedir. Pandemini ilk giinlerinde, kruvaziyer gemileri viriisiin yayilma kaynagi
olarak kabul edilmistir. Bahse konu gemiler birkac¢ hafta denizde tutulmus ya da yolcularin
inebilmesi i¢in limanda karantinaya alinmstir.

Diinya ¢apinda COVID-19 sebebiyle erkeklerin vefat oran1 kadinlardan daha fazladir. Italya,
Cin ve ABD’de daha fazla erkek enfekte olmus ve biiylik bir boliimii hayatim1 kaybetmistir.
Johns Hopkins Halk Sagligi Okulu’nda farkli cinsiyetlerde viral enfeksiyon dalinda
calismalarimi siirdiiren bilim insan1 Sn. Sabra KLEIN, “koronaviriis ac¢isindan erkek olmak
yaslilik kadar biiyiik risk faktoriidiir” aciklamasinda bulunmustur. Ancak Hindistan’da durum
farklidir. Hindistan ve ABD’deki bilim insanlari tarafindan yapilan yeni arastirmalar, erkeklerin
daha fazla enfekte oldugunu, ancak kadinlarin daha fazla 6liim riski ile kars1 karstya kaldigini
gostermektedir.

Will a second wave come?

Coronavirus is far from over. Some countries are still dealing with large epidemics, but
even those currently controlling the virus fear "the second wave". The second phase of
Spanish flu a century ago was deadlier than the first. So, is a second wave inevitable
and how bad could it be? One can think of it like waves on the sea. Infections go up
and then come back down again, each cycle is a "wave" of coronavirus. Yet, there is no
formal definition. "It's not particularly scientific, how you define a wave is arbitrary," Dr
Mike Tildesley, from the University of Warwick. Some describe any rise as a second
wave but it is often a bumpy first wave as is happening in some US states. To say a
wave has ended, the virus would have been brought under control and cases fallen
substantially. For a second wave to start a sustained rise in infections is required. New
Zealand, which had its first cases after 24 days without coronavirus, and Beijing which
faces an outbreak after 50 virus-free days are not in this position. But some scientists
argue Iran may be starting to meet the second wave criteria.

The answer lies almost entirely with decisions made so it could go either way. The
potential is clearly there the virus is still around and it is no less deadly or infectious than
at the start of 2020. "The evidence is most people are still susceptible, if we lift all
measures we're back to where we were in February," says Dr Adam Kucharski from the
London School of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine.

Around the World

The World Health Organization recorded the highest one day increase in total cases
with 183,000 added yesterday. Most come from Brazil, followed by the US and India.
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The high level of confirmed cases is partly down to a global increase in testing. Globally
there were almost 9m confirmed cases since the outbreak began, with 467,000 deaths.

Latin America is the current pandemic hotspot, but confirmed cases have also risen in
India, Pakistan, Bangladesh and the Ukraine. Case numbers are growing in middle
Eastern Countries including Turkey, Egypt, Lebanon, Oman, UAE, Qatar.

Where Covid-19 cases have been rising
in recent weeks

Number of cases per day, each country on a separate scale
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Brazil has now passed 50,000 covid-19 deaths, only the US has more. Brazil has
become the second country, after the US, to register more than 50,000 deaths linked to
Covid-19. The grim milestone comes amid growing political unrest, and days after the
country confirmed more than one million coronavirus infections. Experts warn that the
peak of the outbreak in Brazil is still weeks away. Yesterday 641 more deaths had been
registered in the past 24 hours, taking the total to 50,617. Only the US has fared worse,
with 2.2 million cases and nearly 120,000 deaths

China has reported nine new cases in Beijing over the past 24 hours down from 22 the
previous day, and the first time with single figures for over ten days. Over 230 cases
were recorded in the recent Beijing spike with the outbreak linked to a large food
market, and triggered neighbourhood lockdowns and travel bans.

India has reported infections increased to 410,461 yesterday, after it added more than
15,000 new cases the highest daily spike yet, according to Johns Hopkins University
data. The country has reported 13,254 deaths so far. India has the fourth-highest
caseload in the world, after the US, Brazil and Russia. It has been two weeks since the
country eased out of its lockdown, and cases have been rising. Some experts estimate
that the virus will peak in the monsoon season between July and September. In cities
like Delhi and Mumbai, the impact of rising cases have stretched an already fragmented
healthcare system. With reports of scarce hospital beds and patients being turned away
prompting outrage and concern.

Indonesia As of 22 June, Indonesia has reported 46,845 cases, the highest in
Southeast Asia, overtaking Singapore since 17 June. In terms of death numbers,
Indonesia ranks sixth in Asia with 2,500 deaths. Review of data, however, indicated that
the number of deaths may be much higher than what has been reported as those who
died with acute COVID-19 symptoms but had not been confirmed or tested were not
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counted in the official death figure. It has conducted 650,311 tests against its 273
million population so far, or around 2,378 tests per million, making it one of the worst
testing rates in the world. As a comparison, it is lower than Kenya which has only
around 53.7 million population but conducted 2,606 tests per million. Instead of
implementing a nationwide lockdown, the government had approved large-scale social
restrictions for some regencies and cities. In late May, they began to apply New Normal,
alongside green and yellow zone regions. This policy received a lot of critics as cases
are still increasing and Indonesia has not yet reached its peak

Mexico The number of confirmed infections has risen beyond 180,000. As of Saturday,
20,394 people had died.

The Philippines As of June 22, 2020, there were 30,682 confirmed cases of Covid-19.
Of these, 8,143 recoveries and 1,177 deaths were recorded The Philippines has the
third most cases in Southeast Asia, 15th in Asia. By mid-June 2020, at least one case
was confirmed in all of the country's 17 regions, while 10 out of the 81 provinces are
still COVID-19 free. Socio-economic status has been associated with prevalence of
COVID-19 cases across the 17 regions. The country currently has 62 subnational
laboratories capable of detecting the SARS-CoV-2 virus and conducted 580,449 tests
from over534,106 unique individuals.

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South Korea’s fifth largest city, Daejeon, is returning to stricter social distancing
measures after clusters of cases. South Korea has just reported its lowest number of
new infections in nearly a month, with 17 cases reported yesterday, six from overseas.
But officials are still concerned about sporadic outbreaks, particularly in Daejeon,
around 50 miles south of Seoul. All gatherings in public spaces such as museums,
sports halls and libraries were banned. Twenty-two churches used by the Shincheonji
Church of Jesus were closed. The church was central to the country’s biggest outbreak
in February when over 6,000 members were infected. The Seoul city mayor said he
was preparing for a second wave of the virus. Officials are recruiting more contact
tracers and securing more hospital beds should the infection take hold in the capital.

New Zealand said it was extending its ban on cruise ship arrivals. "We are extending
the current cruise ship ban which was due to expire on 30 June," advised Prime Minister
Jacinda Ardern. It has been one of the most successful countries in fighting the virus. It
has lifted all internal restrictions but measures at the border remain. In the early days of
the pandemic, cruise ships were considered a hotbed for virus spread and several spent
weeks at sea or quarantined in harbour before passengers could disembark.

Australia has been among the most successful places to tackle the virus — some states
have gone weeks without a new case. However, a spike in infections in Victoria is
providing the country's biggest concern for some time. Victoria has recorded over 100
cases last week, mostly in Melbourne. Twelve of the 16 detected today were transmitted
inside Australia, unlike many recently which were infected overseas. Victoria has
extended a state of emergency declaration, re-imposed some lockdown measures, and
issued warnings for six virus "hotspots".

Worldwide, more men are dying from Covid-19 than women. In Italy, China and the US,
more men were infected and a higher proportion of men died but Sabra Klein, a viral
infection sex difference scientist at Johns Hopkins School of Public Health, says "being
male is as much a risk factor for coronavirus as being old" but something strange is
happening in India. New research by scientists in India and US shows that although
men comprise most infections, women face a higher risk of death.
