AGREED MINUTES OF THE FIRST SESSION OF
THE TURKEY-SRI LANKA JOINT COMMITTEE FOR ECONOMIC AND
TECHNICAL COOPERATION

The First Session of the Turkey-Sri Lanka Joint Committee for Economic
and Technical Cooperation (hereinafter referred to as the Joint
Committee) was held in Ankara on November 10-11, 2016,

The Turkish delegation was headed by H.E. Mr. Ismet YILMAZ, Minister
of National Education and the Sri Lankan delegation was headed by H.E.
Mr. Abdul Rishad BATHIUDEEN, Minister of Industry and Commerce of
the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka.

The composition of the Turkish and the Sri Lankan delegations are listed
in Annexes | and Il, respectively,

During his official visit to Turkey, H.E. Mr. Abdul Rishad BATHIUDEEN
Minister of lndustry and Commerce of the Democratic Socialist Republic
of 'Srj_Lanka-was cordcally received by Prime Minister H.E. Mr. Binali
YILDIRIM and had fruitful meetings with Turkish Cooperation and
Coordination Agency (TIKA).

During the meeting, in the presence of H.E. Mr. Abdul Rishad
BATHIUDEEN, Minister of Industry and Commerce of Sri Lanka, Sri
Lankan Side made a presentation to Turkish businessmen on the
“Investment opportunities available under the Western Region Megapolis
Initiatives” of Sri Lanka on the accasion of the working lunch organized
by Foreign Economic Relations Board (DEIK) of Turkey.

The Heads of two Delegations exchanged information on recent
economic developments in the two countries and expressed their desire
to strengthen and further develop bilateral economic and commercial
relations on the basis of mutual benefit.

During the meetings, various issues of mutual interest were discussed
and the results of these deliberations are summarized as follows:

I. BILATERAL TRADE RELATIONS

Both Sides emphasized the importance of developing bilateral
cooperation-with the aim of enhancing their commercial and economic
relations on a mutually beneficial and sustainable manner.



In this respect, Both Sides emphasized the need to further increase and
diversify the composition of bilateral trade and agreed to increase the
trade volume between the two countries to reach US3$500 million in
2020.

Both Sides reviewed the friendship and cooperative relations between
the two countries and expressed their intention to further increase the
exchange of delegations at all levels and of various governmental
organizations and local authorities with a view to strengthening mutual
understanding and elaborating on specific content of cooperation.

In this regard, Turkish Side stated its gratification on the visit of H.E.
Rauff Hakeem, Minister of Urban Development, Water Supply and
Drainage of Sri Lanka in February 2016 to Turkey. Sri Lankan Side
expressed its appreciation for the arrangements made for the successful
completion of the visit.

Sri Lankan side stated that the visit of the Minister of Foreign Affairs of
Turkey on June 15, 2016 to Colombo has set the stage for the beginning
of a new chapter in the bilateral relations particularly in the areas of trade
and investment.

Both Sides underlined the importance of exchanging private sector
delegations with a view to maximize the existing frade potential between
the two countries. Both Sides highlighted that organizing bilateral trade
delegations with full support of their relevant Ministries would make an
important contribution to furthering the growth of bilateral trade relations.

In this respect, Both Sides expressed their willingness to encourage
more trade promotion activities in order to enhance the existing bilateral
commercial ties, including but not limited to organizing and actively
participating trade fairs, exhibitions and business forums.

Both Sides stated their satisfaction about the Memorandum of
Understanding which was signed in 2010 between The Union of
Chambers and Commodity Exchanges of Turkey (TOBB) and Federation
of Chambers of Commerce and Industry of Sri Lanka (FCCIL). Both
Sides decided to continue working together with different entities such as
Confederation of Asia-Pacific Chambers of Commerce and Industry
(CACCI).

Turkish Side extended its thanks to the Sri Lankan companies for their
participation in EXPO 2016 Antalya from April 23 to October 30, 2016.



Sri Lankan Side extended its appreciation for the assistance rendered by
the Turkish authorities for its participation to EXPO-2016 Antalya. Sri
Lankan Side expressed its contentment for Turkish Side's support for the
success of the Sri Lanka day celebration held on May 29, 2016 during
the EXPO-2016.

Both Sides stated their contentment for the Sectoral Trade Mission
organized by Turkish Electrical Electronics and Services Exporters’
Association on November 3-4, 2016 to Sri Lanka.

i. Sectoral Cooperation for Diversifying Trade Between the Two
Countries

Both Sides agreed to further increase and diversify the composition of
bilateral trade on a balanced manner, especially focusing on trade of
textile and apparels, precious stones, construction materials, machinery
industrial products, rubber products, coconut, spice, tea, vehicles,
cement, wheat and wheat products, metals etc. Turkish Side expressed
its interest to export crude oil, petroleum products and LNG to Sri Lanka.

Sri Lankan Side expressed its interest to increase its coconuts and
coconut based products to Turkish market through identifying
appropriate trade fairs and arranging B2B meetings with buyers in
Turkey. Turkish Side stated that Sri Lanka can benefit from the
opportunities in coconut market in Turkey through attending fairs and
increasing its promotional activities across the country.

Sri Lankan Side proposed to cooperate on jewelry products by;

» Organizing B2B meetings with Sri Lankan Calibrated Gem Dealers
with the Jewelry Manufactures of Turkey to build up business
connections,

+ Organizing a delegation to Sri Lanka from Jewelry Manufacturers
of Turkey to visit ‘FACET Sri Lanka Gem and Jewelry Exhibition
held annually.

Turkish Side expressed its readiness to develop cooperation in the field
of jewelry through establishing close contacts between the jewelry
industries of two countries, especially in organizing and attending trade
promotion activities.



Sri Lankan Side requested to initiate training programs on sophisticated
and modern jewelry designs and manufacturing for Sri Lankan Jewelry
Manufacturers with assistance of Turkish Jewelry Exporters Association.

Sri Lankan Side expressed its interest to increase the volume of its spice
exports to the Turkish market and asked for further cooperation for
analyzing the potential to export cinnamon, cardamom, cloves, mace,
nutmeg and vanilla to Turkey. Turkish Side noted the interest of Sri
Lankan Side.

Considering that Turkey and Sri Lanka are amongst the leading textile
and apparel exporters of the world, respectively, Sri Lankan Side
suggested collaboration in the area of technical assistance for capacity
building and exchange of expert knowledge etc. between the textile
sector of Turkey and the garment sector of Sri Lanka for the mutual
benefits.

Emphasizing the increasing role of Sri Lanka in leather and small leather
goods production, Sri Lankan Side requested assistance from Turkey's
expertise to develop its quality and designs of the leather products. Sri
Lankan Side also requested that Sri Lankan tanners to visit some
representatives of Turkish leather processing industry to upgrade their
knowledge in leather processing. Turkish Side took note of this.

Both Sides agreed to build cooperation on the following areas:

* Manufacturing sector such as food processing, pharmaceuticals,
automobile spare parts, electrical & electronic products, chemical
products etc.,

o Services Sector such as knowledge services including software
development, healthcare services, ship building & repairing,
~ maritime services and tourism,

¢ Commercial hub operations such as entrepot trade, logistics, front
end services and regional operating headquarters.

ii. Preferential Trade Agreement (PTA)

In consideration of the potential that exists furthering trade between the
two countries, Sri Lankan Side proposed to initiate negotiations for a
Preferential Trade Agreement to increase the two way trade. Turkish
Side noted this proposal and will respond at the earliest convenience.



jit. Turkish — Sri Lankan Business Council

Considering the importance of effective functioning of private sector
based platforms in promoting bilateral relations, Both Sides expressed
their satisfaction on establishing the Sri Lankan-Turkish Business
Council on May 8, 2016 during the visit of the Turkish-Sri Lankan
Business Forum delegation to Colombo.

Both Sides agreed to organize the first meeting of the Business Council
in 2017. '

Both Sides decided to encourage increasing the cooperation between
private sector institutions, including chambers, trade associations and
other trade entities. ‘

Il. LEGAL FRAMEWORK

Both Sides noted with satisfaction for the signing of the “Memorandum of
Understanding between Tirk Eximbank and the Ministry of Finance and
Planning of Sri Lanka” on June 21, 2016.

Both Sides noted the Memorandum of Understanding signed between
DEIK and Ceylon Chamber of Commerce in the field of Developing
Trade, Investments and Tourism Relations on May 10, 2016.

Both Sides expressed their contentment over the signing of the
“‘Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the
Government of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka on
Diplomatic Training, Exchange of Information and Documentation” on
June 16, 2016.

Both Sides agreed to work further to achieve progress regarding the
Agreements and Memorandum of Understandings mentioned below:

i.Agreement on Reciprocal Promotion and Protection of
Investments

Recognizing the need to promote and protect investments in either side's
territory, Both Sides agreed to initiate the negotiations of the Agreement
on Reciprocal Promotion and Protection of Investments at the earliest
convenience.



ii. Agreement on Avoidance of Double Taxation

Both Sides expressed their willingness to commence negotiations for the
conclusion of the Agreement on the Avoidance of the Double Taxation
between the two countries as soon as possible.

iii. Agreement on Cooperation and Mutual Administrative
Assistance in Customs Matters

Considering the importance of assuring the accurate assessment of
customs duties and other taxes, and the need for international
cooperation in customs, Both Sides expressed their contentment over
the significant progress they made on the Agreement on Cooperation
and Mutual Administrative Assistance in Customs Matters. In this
respect, Both Sides decided to exchange their final comments in due
time for concluding the agreement at the earliest convenience.

iv.Memorandum of Understanding in the Field of Environment

Emphasizing the need to cooperate in the fields of environmental
protection and sustainable development, Both Sides expressed their
willingness to conclude the negotiations of the Memorandum of
Understanding in the Field of Environment.

v. Memorandum of Understanding in the Field of Urban
Development

Both Sides agreed to make significant progress on the negotiations of
the Memorandum of Understanding in the Field of Urban Development at
the earliest possible time, considering the need to enhance technical
cooperation in the field of urbanization.

vi.Memorandum of Understanding on Agricultural Cooperation

Both Sides emphasized the importance of cooperation in the field of
agriculture and decided to conclude the negotiations on the
Memorandum of Understanding on Agricultural Cooperation at the
earliest convenience. Sri Lankan Side requested to negotiate a
Memorandum of Understanding on Bilateral Cooperation in the Tea
Sector. Turkish Side stated that the title of cooperation in the tea sector
can be discussed under the Agricultural Steering Committee meeting



which is supposed to be established by the Memorandum of
Understanding on Agricultural Cooperation.

Il. ECONOMIC AND TECHNICAL COOPERATION
i. Investments

Both Sides stated their willingness to update each other's public and
private sectors about investment opportunities in Turkey and Sri Lanka in
order to stimulate bilateral trade and investment relations.

Sri Lankan Side expressed its wilingness to facilitate Turkish
businessmen in their investments concerning contracting, building
infrastructure, tourism, healthcare and marina development. Turkish Side
expressed its satisfaction on this submission and requested detailed
information about the investment projects and tenders to be realized in
Sri Lanka on a regular basis.

ii. Contracting and Technical Consultancy Services

Turkish Side expressed the interest of Turkish contracting and
consultancy companies to participate in infrastructure, housing, and
other projects in Sri Lanka in cooperation with their Sri Lankan
counterparts.

Turkish *Side underlined the timely dissemination of information on
infrastructure projects and public procurement tenders to be announced
by the relevant Sri Lankan authorities.

Sri Lankan Side welcomed the interest shown by the Turkish companies
to the construction and consultancy services sector in Sri Lanka and also
stated that Sri Lanka will be taking every possible step to comply with the
requests by the Turkish side, at the earliest.

In this respect, Both Sides expressed their contentment for arranging a
presentation on the Megapolis Project of Sri Lanka with the organization
of DEIK, in coordination with the Ministry of Economy of Turkey and the
support of Turkish Contractors Association (TMB).

Both Sides stated their appreciation for the strong participation of various
Turkish contracting and consultancy services companies and private



sector representatives to the presentation meeting and the fruitful
outcome achieved.

Turkish Side expressed its readiness to encourage more Turkish
companies to undertake the projects to be implemented under the
Megapolis Initiatives in Sri Lanka.

Expecting that the information provided on Megapolis and other projects
was useful for the interested parties in Turkey, Sri Lankan Side stated its
readiness to provide more detailed information as per request.

Exploring the possibilities of obtaining soft loans or export credit
financing to finance priority development projects in the sectors of roads,
bridges, water, wastewater, health and energy and electricity, Sri Lankan
Side requested from Turkey to provide technical assistance for capacity
development of public service and for preparation of feasibility and
detailed design studies required for development projects.

According to the Memorandum of Understanding signed on June 21,
2016 between Tirk Eximbank and the Ministry of Finance and Planning
of Sri Lanka, Turkish Side stated that the Turk Eximbank will consider
financing transactions and projects to be realized by Turkish exporters
and contractors on a case by case basis under the sovereign guarantee
of the said Ministry.

In this regard, the Sri Lankan side noted that the Turkish Eximbank
confirmed that the selection of Turkish companies will be at the
discretion of the Sri Lankan Government in accordance with the
procurement guidelines of the Government of Sri Lanka.

iii. Industrial Cooperation
Both Sides emphasized that cooperation on industry represented a
highly promising field for enhancing bilateral economic and commercial
relations. ,
In this regard, Both Sides agreed to;

e Share knowledge and experience in the fields of technology,
innovation, science and entrepreneurship,

» Exchange knowledge and experience with regard to research and
development incentives, innovation programs and supports.



Turkish Side stated its readiness to share information and expertise on
its Organized Industrial Zone and Industrial Site implementations. To this
end, Turkish Side offered to coordinate a site visit for Sri Lankan Side to
the Organized Industrial Zones and Industry Sites in Turkey. Sri Lankan
Side welcomed this proposal with appreciation.

Noting that Turkey is one of the top global automobile manufacturers and
leading producer of automobiles and considering that Turkish automobile
manufacturing industry and Sri Lanka's automobile component
manufacturing industry have potential to complement each other at a
win-win situation, Sri Lankan Side invited joint ventures and foreign direct
investments from Turkey to build connections between the automobile
manufacturers of the two countries.

iv. Technical Assistance for Development

Sri Lankan Side expressed its appreciation for the development projects
undertaken by Turkish Cooperation and Coordination Agency (TIKA)} in
Sri Lanka.

Sri Lankan Side requested to grant assistance from TIKA to be utilized
for implementation of small scale development projects such as water,
health, sanitation sectors and offered TIKA to cooperate with the
Department of External Resources of Sri Lanka

Turkish Side agreed to cooperate and continue to provide support for the
projects of TIKA in Sri Lanka.

v. Small and Medium Sized Enterprises (SMEs)

Both Sides recognized the importance of SMEs as an integral part of
economic development of countries.

Both Sides agreed to cooperate on strengthening relationships and
capacity building of SMEs through joint activities between their
respective SME related organizations.

In this respect, Both Sides agreéd to organize events for sharing
knowledge and experience particularly focusing on the development of
SME related organizations and entrepreneurs.



Turkish Small and Medium Enterprises Development Organization
(KOSGEB) of Turkey handed over a draft Memorandum of
Understanding to Sri Lankan Side with the reference to the Ministry of
Industry and Commerce of Sri Lanka. The proposed MOU aims to
cooperate on sharing of knowledge and experience of the models of
KOSGEB, models of SME supports and also organization of reciprocal
business trips. Sri Lankan Side agreed to convey the said proposal to the
respective authorities and respond in due time.

vi. Standardization and Metrology

Both Sides agreed to cooperate in the fields of standardization,
conformity assessment, metrology and calibration.

Both Sides agreed that Turkish Standards Institute (TSE) and Sri Lanka
Standards Institution (SLSI) will support each other at international
standardization organizations level such as the International
Organization for Standardization (ISO) and the International Electro-
technical Commission (IEC).-
National Metrology Institute of the Scientific and Technological Research
Council of Turkey (TUBITAK UME) stated its interest to cooperate with
-Sri Lanka Standards Institution (SLSI) in the fields of metrology,
calibration, measurement systems, and quality control.
Both Sides also agreed to make cooperation in the following fields:

¢ Bilateral comparisons,

* Exchange of personnel,

¢ Development of metrological equipment/instrument(s),

o Joint research projects,

 Organization of joint meetings and conferences.

Sri Lankan Side proposed bilateral technical cooperation through;

s Accepting the products certification marks issued by relevant
authorities of both countries when standards are compatible.



» Recognizing the organizations that are certified for Systems
Certification such as ISO 9001, I1SO 22000 etc., by relevant
certification bodies of both countries.

o Harmonizing the product standards of both countries for identified
requirements which enable the conformity assessment procedures
more effective.

Turkish Side expressed its international and regional obligations
especially stemming from harmonization of EU's technical legislation and
stated its restraints to cooperate with Sri Lankan Side in this regard.

Both Sides agreed to sign a Memorandum of Understanding in the field
of standardization between the two institutions.

vii. Transportation
vii.a. Air Services

Turkish Side requestéd from Sri Lankan Side to grant fifth freedom right
for Turkish Airlines that will enable to carry passenger traffic between
Male and Colombo.

Turkish Side informed that Turkish Airlines is planning to schedule full
freight operations on the route Istanbul-Colombo-Chennai-Istanbul for
the Winter 2016/17 Schedule Season. In this regard, Turkish Side
requested from Sri Lankan Side to grant fifth freedom traffic right for
Turkish Airlines full freighter aircrafts between Colombo (CMB) and
Chennai (MAA).

Turkish Side requested to be exempted from being obliged to work with a
local General Sales Agent in Sri Lanka as some airline companies have
in Sri Lanka.

Considering the Article 13 of the existing Bilateral Air Services
Agreement (BASA) between Sri Lanka and Turkey, Turkish Side
requested from Sri Lankan Side to be exempted from the customs duty
imposed on promotional materials which are given away-to Turkish
Airlines customers as a git.

Turkish Side asked Sri Lankan Side to facilitate necessary procedures
for working permits application for Turkish citizen technicians employed
by Turkish Airlines in Colombo.



In this regard, Turkish Side requested to initiate civil aviation meetings
for the renewal of the Bilateral Air Services Agreement which was signed
on December 2, 2008 between Turkey and Sri Lanka.

vii.b. Maritime Affairs

Both Sides agreed to initiate maritime consultation meetings in order to
increase maritime transport figures between the two countries.

Sri Lankan Side submitted detailed information over its new policy
initiative to develop Sri Lanka as a Logistics Hub in South - East Asia,
considering both Colombo and Hambantota ports are the best two
service ports within the region.

Underlining the relevant infrastructure facilities and technical knowhow

Sri Lankan companies carry out on any sophisticated logistic operations,
Sri Lankan Side invited Turkish investors for building joint ventures with

Sri Lankan companies providing transshipment services, to benefit from

the opportunities of both Colombo and Hambantota ports as a

transshipment hub in order to reach South — East Asian Region.

Considering Sri Lanka as an important exporter of ships and boats to
various countries in the world and having significant expertise in
shipbuilding industry and marina administration, Sri Lankan Side invited
Turkish investors to use their expertise in the sectors of yacht, boat, ship
building and development of marina infrastructure and marine tourism.
Turkish Side welcomed this proposal.

viii. Culture and Tourism
Both Sides agreed on;

» Exploring more potential of bilateral tourism cooperation and
promoting the opportunities,

» Enabling experience sharing by organizing workshops and training
tours regarding travel industry between two countries,

» Promoting exchange of experts, data and document sharing in the
areas of culture and tourism.



Sri Lankan Side referred to the cultural roadshow held in three major
cities of Turkey namely Antalya, Ankara and Cappadocia in 2016 and
further expressed their interest to take part in tourism trade fairs and
organize Road Shows in selected major cities in Turkey.

ix.Environment and Urban Development

Both Sides expressed their desire for technical cooperation in the fields

of;

Building and construction works including project management,
building safety, knowledge-sharing, engineering education, building
inspection and damage assessment, debris removal and
infrastructure coordination works within the scope of disaster,

Construction research, building systems and construction
technologies. '

Upper-scale spatial planning, urban development policies for
sustainable cities, rural area planning, urban renewal projects and
risk management.

X. Forestry and Watershed Management

Both Sides underlined the possibility of technical cooperation in the
following areas: ,

Sustainable forest management and non-wood forest products,
Preparation of river basin protection and management plans,
Preparation of flood and drought management plahs,

Monitoring and management of water quality,

Impacts of climate change on water resources,

Coastal waters, transitional waters and coastal zone management,

Scientific and technical cooperation in the fields of sustainable
water management, water and wastewater treatment technologies,



o Training activities on the design and operation of water and
wastewater treatment plants,

¢ Combat desertification,
¢ Land degradation neutrality,
» Game management and wild animal breeding,

» Sharing of knowledge and experiences in the field of water
resources development and management.

xi. Energy

Both Sides decided to develop and extend the scope of the cooperation
in the energy field.

Turkish Side stated that Turkish Petroleum International Company
(TPIC) is ready and eager to supply crude oil and oil products to Sri
Lanka's state company CEYPETCO on Government to Government
basis.

The Sri Lankan Side drawing attention to its Government policy decision
to consider Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) as an option for Sri Lankan
power generation mix, has noted that it is necessary for Sri Lanka to
obtain relevant expertise in LNG procurement, construction of LNG
terminals (on shore/off shore), construction of LNG pipe lines, conversion
of existing combined cycle power plants to LNG, construction of LNG
power plants etc.,

In this regard, Sri Lankan Side proposed mutual cooperation in the
above fields between the two countries. The Ministry of Energy and
Natural Resources of Turkey and TPIC welcomed this proposal.

Turkish Side expressed its willingness to submit a draft Memorandum of
Understanding concerning the cooperation on crude oil and oil products
to Sri Lankan Side via diplomatic channels. Sri Lankan Side agreed to
convey the said proposal to the relevant authorities and respond at the
earliest convenience.



Xii. Healthcare

Regarding the importance of cooperation in healthcare issues, Both
Sides decided to cooperate in the following areas:

» Developing health tourism between Turkey and Sri Lanka,

» Exchanging experience in the field of traditional and
complementary medical practices between Turkey and Sri Lanka,

» Conducting studies on public health; exchanging experiences in the
fields of primary healthcare services, communicable diseases
control program, non-communicable diseases, cancer, protection
of consumers and employees,

» Exchanging experience on health information systems, health
information standards, system and application management, doctor
appointment centers, e-Health applications and electronic medical
record, etc. o

xiii. Agriculture

Both Sides emphasized the importance of collaboration in the field of
agriculture and decided to cooperate in the following areas:

» Creating mutual investment opportunities through exchange of
information and experience in the field of development of
agricultural trade and investment climate of both countries,

» Exchanging information and experience in the field of research
areas of orcharding, olericulture, viniculture, organic farming,
greenhouse cultivation and ornamental plants,

e Exchanging information and experience through joint projects and
studies of innovation in the field of plant and animal production,
agricultural research and development and encouragement of
mutual investments on agri-food industry and agricultural
infrastructure,

» Exchanging information and experience on preventing the water
pollution from agricultural activities and the protection of
agricultural environment and naturel resources,



¢ Technical cooperation and experience sharing in the fields of soil
survey-map studies and land usage planning,

» Cooperating on preparing and implementation of rural development
projects, land reclamation and usage of modern irrigation technics.

xiii.a. Cooperation in Tea Sector

Sri Lankan Side proposed to cooperate in tea sector and requested
assistance from Turkish Side. Turkish Side stated that the cooperation in
the tea sector can be discussed in detail under the Agricultural Steering
Committee after the finalization of the Memorandum of Understanding on
Agricultural Cooperation.

Sri Lankan Side recalled Paragraph 7 of the Agreed Minutes of the first
session of the Sri Lanka-Turkey Joint Committee for Trade held in
Colombo in November 1990 and reiterated that Srii Lanka produces
different varieties of tea and would like to increase its exports to Turkey.

Sri Lankan Side also thanked the Turkish Side for facilitating meeting
between the tea sectors of the two countries during the visit of Honorable
Rauff Hakeem, Minister of City Planning and Water Supply in February
2016, expressed hope that the engagement between the two countries
will be beneficial to Both Sides.

Turkish Side also expressed its desire to export its tea to Sri Lankan
market and as it was agreed on the said visit, stated its readiness to
have engagement in this field.

Sri Lankan Side desired Turkey to continue to assist Sri Lanka to protect
its trade-mark interests in the country. In this regard, Sri Lankan Side
requested Turkish Side to positively examine the possibility of
introducing regulations to prevent labeling of blended or multi-origin tea
as "Ceylon Tea" in the local market.

xiii.b. Fishery

Sri Lankan Side stated that they are currently on the move from
traditional fishery techniques to modern aquaculture and fish cultivation
methods. Relying on the experience of Turkey on aquaculture fish
farming, Sri Lankan Side suggested investigating mutual cooperation
opportunities in this field.



Xiv. Education

Sri Lankan Side extended its appreciation for the facilities extended to
the Sri Lankan students studying in Turkish universities.

Both Sides emphasized the importance of education and vocational
training for the socio-economic development of Turkey and Sri Lanka.

Both Sides expressed their willingness to sign a Comprehensive
Cooperation Agreement in the Field of Education and decided to initiate
negotiations at the earliest convenience.

Turkish Side noted that Tirkiye Maarif Foundation is now in charge to
run schools and education centers abroad. Both Sides agreed that
Turkiye Maarif Foundation shall open a school in Sri Lanka.

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction on the signature of an agreement
between the University of Colombo and University of Kelaniya of Sri
Lanka and Turkish Universities for exchanging of academic staff and
students.

Sri Lankan Side further suggested starting collaboration between Izmir
University of Economics and a suitable university in Sri Lanka to
establish student exchange programs and create shared degree
programs. Turkish Side welcomed this proposal and informed the
mentioned university on this fact.



V. TIME AND VENUE OF THE NEXT SESSION

Both Sides agreed that the next meeting of the Turkey-Sri Lanka Joint
Committee for Economic and Technical Cooperation will take place in
Colombo in 2018.
