ICS, IMO’nun ¢evre konularinda kaydettigi ilerlemeyi memnuniyetle karsiliyor

Temmuz ayinin basinda gergeklestirilen IMO MEPC toplantisini degerlendiren ICS, uluslararasi denizcilik endiistrisinin
gelecekteki yapisinda bilyiik etkisi olacak 6nemli gevresel diizenleyici meselelerle ilgili olarak IMO Uyesi Devletlerin
kaydettigi ilerlemeden memnuniyet duydugunu ifade etti.

Sera Gazi Emisyonunu Azaltma Stratejisi

ICS, CO, azaltma stratejisinin gelistirilmesi konusunda IMO'nun iyi bir baslangi¢ yaptigini, bu baglangicin Paris Iklim
Anlasmasi’nin kararliligiyla uyum iginde oldugunu ve 2018 yilinda kabul edilecek bir on stratejinin genel hatlarina
iliskin 6nemli bir ilerleme kaydedildigini bildirdi.

ICS Politika Miidiirii Simon BENNETT, "IMO tarafindan heniiz detayli herhangi bir karar almmanus olsa da, sektoriin
spesifik onerilerinin hem gelismis hem de gelismekte olan pek ¢ok iilke tarafindan olumlu karsilandigin ve genel olarak
tiim taraflarm Ekim ayinda yapiacak olan bir sonraki IMO ¢alisma grubunda strateji konusunun daha da ileri
gotiiriilmesine istekli oldugunu” ifade etti.

ICS ve diger denizcilik kuruluglari tarafindan MEPC toplantisina sunulan bir tebligde, IMO'nun uluslararas: denizcilik
sektorii adina bir takim CO- azaltma hedefleri benimsemesi gerektigi Onerilmekle birlikte, gercekten iddiali CO;
azaltimlarinin ancak fosil igermeyen alternatif yakitlarin gelistirilmesine bagli oldugu vurgulandi. Tebligde 6zel olarak,
2008 yili denizcilik sektériinden kaynaklanan emisyonlar i¢in en yliksek yil olarak belirlenmis ve sektdriin toplam CO;
emisyonlarinin 2008 y1li seviyelerini agmamasi ve IMO'un sekt6rden kaynaklanan toplam emisyonlarin azaltilabilecegi
bir oran lizerinde 2050 yilina kadar anlagmaya varmasi dnerilmistir.

BENNETT konu ile ilgili olarak: “IMO’nun gemilerden kaynakli CO; emisyonlarini diizenlemeye devam edebilmesi
icin, ger¢ekten iddiali bir strateji benimsemesi gerektigi konusunda neredeyse tiim IMO Uyeleri arasinda genel bir
mutabakat oldugu goriinmektedir. Boviece, uluslararasi denizciligin AB Emisyon Ticareti Sistemi’ne ddhil edilmesi
Onerisi gibi tek tarafli tedbirlerin uygulanmasina ve bunun sonucunda ortava ¢ikacak pivasa bozulmalarina gerek
kalmayacaktir” dedi.

Balast Suyu Yénetimi

ICS, IMO’nun IMO Balast Suyu Yonetimi Sézlesmesi'nin (BWM) uygulama tarihlerini yeniden diizenleme kararint
memnuniyetle karsiladi. Buna gére, bu yil 8 Eyliil'de Sézlesmenin yiiriirliige girmesinden dnce teslim edilen mevcut
gemilerin 8 Eyliil 2019°dan sonraki ilk Uluslararasi Petrol Kirliligini Onleme (I0PP) sérveyine kadar aritma sistemlerini
kurmalan istenmeyecektir.

Simon BENNETT, s6z konusu karari, denizcilik sirketlerinin gevre yararma c¢ok daha dayanikli teknolojiyi
tanimlamasina ve bu teknolojiye yatirim yapmasina olanak tantyacak anlayis i¢in bir zafer olarak degerlendirdi.

ICS, mevcut gemilerin IMO’nun 2016 yilinda kabul ettigi daha kati standartlara uygun sekilde tip onayli sistemleri simdi
kurabileceklerini ifade ediyor. Denizcilik endiistrisi bu nedenle, gemilerde kurulmasi gerekli olan sistemlerin diinya
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capindaki tiim sartlarda amaca gergekten uygun olacagindan daha az siiphe duymalidirlar. Anilan amaca uygunluk, eski
IMO yonergelerini kullanarak onaylanan birgok sistem i¢in s6z konusu degildi.

BENNETT, Balast Suyu Sozlesmesi’nin yiiriirliie girmesine giden siirecin zor ve sikintili oldugunu; ancak IMO'nun
Temmuz aymnin basinda aldigr kararin sonucu olarak sektoriin, ise koyulmak ve bu Onemli mevzuatin kiiresel
uygulamasini basarmak i¢in gereken netlige artik sahip oldugunu belirtti.

ICS PLEASED WITH IMO PROGRESS ON ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES

Commenting on the outcome of last week’s meeting of the International Maritime
Organization (IMO) Marine Environment Protection Committee (MEPC), the
International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) — which represents the world’s national
shipowners’ associations — says it is pleased with the progress made by IMO
Member States on a number of critical environmental regulatory issues that will have
a profound impact on the future structure of the global shipping industry.

Green House Gas Reduction Strategy

ICS says that IMO has made a good start on the development of a CO2 reduction
strategy which it is confident will match the ambition of the Paris Agreement on
climate change, and that significant progress was made on the general outline of an
initial strategy for adoption in 2018.

ICS Director of Policy, Simon Bennett, said “Though no detailed decisions have yet
been taken by IMO, the industry’s specific proposals have been well received by a
number of governments among both developed and developing nations, and there is
generally willingness on all sides to give these further consideration at the next IMO
working group on the strategy in October.”

In a submission to last week’'s MEPC meeting made by ICS and other shipping
associations, the industry proposed that IMO should adopt a number of CO2
reduction objectives on behalf of the international shipping sector, while emphasising
that that delivery of truly ambitious CO2 reductions will be dependent on the
development of alternative fossil-free fuels. Specifically, the industry proposed that
the sector’s total CO2 emissions should not increase above 2008 levels, thus
establishing 2008 as the year of peak emissions from shipping, and that IMO should
agree upon a percentage by which the total emissions from the sector might reduce
by 2050.

“Encouragingly, there seems to be a general understanding among nearly all IMO
Member States that IMO needs to adopt a truly ambitious strategy if it is to remain in
control of regulating CO2 from ships, so that the application of unilateral measures
such as the proposed incorporation of international shipping into the EU Emissions
Trading System and the resultant market distortion will be unnecessary” said Mr
Bennett.

Ballast Water Management

ICS has welcomed the IMO decision to adjust the implementation dates of the IMO
Ballast Water Management Convention so that existing ships, delivered before the
entry into force of the Convention on 8 September this year, will not be required to
install treatment systems until after their first International Oil Pollution Prevention
(IOPP) survey after 8 September 2019.



Simon Bennett commented “This is a victory for common sense that will allow
shipping companies to identify and invest in far more robust technology to the benefit
of the environment.”

ICS says that existing ships will now be able to install equipment typed-approved in
accordance with the more stringent standards that IMO adopted in 2016. The
industry should therefore have greater confidence that the systems ships are
required to install will indeed be fit for purpose in all operating conditions worldwide,
which was not the case with several of the systems approved using the old IMO
guidelines.

“The process leading up to the entry into the force of the Ballast Convention has
been difficult and fraught” said Mr Bennett. “But as a result of last week’s decision
by IMO the industry now has the clarity it needs to get on with the job and make the
global implementation of this important piece of legislation a success.”
