Uluslararast Deniz Ticaret Odasi (ICS), deniz yakitlarinda 1 Ocak 2020 tarihi itibariyle kiiresel olarak yiiriirliige girmesi
planlanan yiizde 0,5 kiikiirt iist limitinin basarih bir sekilde uygulanmasina iliskin bazi ciddi sorunlarin BM Uluslararasi
Denizcilik Orgiitii (IMO) tarafindan acilen ¢oziilmemesi halinde bir “kaos ve karisiklik” durumunun ortaya ¢ikmasindan
korkuyor.

Kiiresel ticaretin yaklasik yiizde 90°nin deniz yoluyla yapildig: diisiiniildiigiinde bu tiir bir kaos, diinya ¢apinda enerji,
hammadde ve mamul triinlerin taginmasi bakimindan ciddi sonuglar doguracaktir.

Bu goriis, gectigimiz hafta Hong Kong'da bir araya gelen ICS iiyesi ulusal armatér birliklerinin Y1llik Genel Kurul
Toplantisi'nin ana sonucuydu.

Hong Kong'dan konusan ICS Baskani Esben POULSSON sunlar sdyledi:

“Denizcilik endiistrisi, IMO’nun kiiresel kiikiirt iist limitini ve getirecegi olumlu ¢evresel faydalar: tam olarak
desteklemekte ve yakit maliyetlerinde ortaya ¢ikaracagi onemli artisi kabul etmeye hazir bulunmaktadir. Ancak
hiikiimetler bazi ciddi sorunlart oniimiizdeki birkag ay i¢inde tatmin edici bir sekilde ele almazlarsa, deniz ticaretinin
diizgiin akisi tehlikeli bir sekilde engellenebilir. Diinya ¢capindaki tiim limanlarda 1 Ocak 2020'ye kadar yeterli miktarda
uygun yakitin bulunabilecegi hala siiphelidir. Ayrica, petrol rafinerilerinin vaat ettigi yeni karisik yakitlarin ¢ogu igin
kiiresel standartlarin olmamas: durumunda, uygun olmayan yakit kullanimi nedeniyle potansiyel olarak bazi ciddi
emniyet sorunlar: bulunmaktadir.”

POULSSON s6zlerine sunlari ekledi:

“Hiikiimetler, petrol rafinerileri ve yakit maliyetini karsilamaktan sorumlu gemi kiralayanlari, 1 Ocak 2020 tarihinden
onceki aylarda gemilerin wuygun yakiti satin almaya baslamalart gerektigini anlamalilardir. Fakat su anda hi¢ kimse ne
tiir yakitlarin, hangi fiyatta, hangi ozellikte ya da ne miktarda mevcut olacagint bilmiyor. Herkes bu durumu ¢abucak
kavramazsa, limanlarda mahsur kalan gemi ve yiik karmasastyla karsi karsiya kalabiliriz.”

ICS, kiiresel kiikiirt iist sinirt uygulamast hakkinda Temmuz ayinda gergeklestirilecek olan kritik IMO toplantisinda
hiikiimetlerin yukarida bahsedilen meseleler hakkinda ciddi bir ilerleme saglamalari gerektigini vurguluyor. ICS, soz
konusu IMO toplantisina sektoriin diger uluslararasi kuruluslariyla birlikte ayrintil birtakim teknik tebligler sunacaktir.

Avrupa Komisyonu, IMO’nun CO2 Azaltma Stratejisine saygi duymalidir

Hong Kong'da gerceklestirilen ICS Yillik Genel Kurul Toplantisi, uluslararasi deniz tasimaciligindan kaynaklanan CO2
emisyonlarmi tamamen ortadan kaldirmaya ydnelik kapsamli bir strateji hakkinda Nisan 2018°te kabul edilen tarihi BM

IMO anlasmasina destegini teyit etti. Buna, sektdriin CO2 verimliligini 2030 yilina kadar en az yiizde 40 ve 2050 yilina
kadar yiizde 70 oraninda artiracak hedefler ve sektdriin toplam sera gazi emisyonlarini deniz tasimacihigi talebindeki
artisa bakilmaksizin 2050 yilina kadar en az ylizde 50 oraninda azaltmayi hedefleyen ¢ok iddiali bir hedef de dahildir.

ICS iiyesi ulusal kuruluslar, yeni IMO stratejisi dogrultusunda 2023'ten 6nce uluslararasi denizcilikten kaynaklanan CO2
emisyonlarmin daha da azaltilmasini dogrudan etkileyecek olan ek IMO diizenlemelerinin acil olarak gelistirilmesine
katkida bulunmayi kabul ettiler. Uyeler, deniz tasimaciligindan kaynaklanan sera gazi emisyonlarinin azaltilmas
hakkinda Ekim ayinda yapilacak bir sonraki IMO toplantis1 ncesinde ICS’in ayrmtili dneriler sunmasina karar verdiler.

MRV kuralint kiiresel rejimle uyumlastirmaya yonelik bir taahhiit vermis olan Avrupa Birligi’nin, IMO tarafindan
halihazirda kabul edilen kiiresel sistemle gelisen bolgesel bir CO2 raporlama sistemini uygulamayi siirdiirmeye dair agik
niyete sahip olmasi, ICS Uyelerinde ciddi hayal kirikliklart yaratmistir.

ICS Baskant Esben POULSSON: “Avrupa Komisyonu'nun nihai tavsiyelerini beklemeye devam ediyoruz. Ancak
denizcilik endiistrisi, gercekteki CO2 emisyonlariyla ilgisi olmayan ve armatérleri haksiz yere cezalandirmak igin
kullamilacak soyut operasyonel verimlilik olgiitlerine gore her bir gemi i¢in olusturulan verilerin yaymlanmast
konusundaki muhalefetini agikca ortaya koymustur. IMO CO2 veri toplama sistemi ile tam bir uyumun saglanmadigi
her segenek, deniz ticaretini ve kiiresel denizcilik pazarint tehlikeye atan tek tarafli tedbirleri caydirmak maksadiyla kisa
bir siire énce IMO sera gazi emisyonlarini azaltma stratejisini kabul eden AB iiyesi olmayan pek ¢ok iilke tarafindan
kotii niyet gostergesi olarak degerlendirilecektir,” dedi.

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‘SULPHUR CAP CHAOS IN 2020° WARN WORLD’S SHIPOWNERS

The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) fears ‘chaos and confusion’ unless the
UN International Maritime Organization (IMO) urgently resolves some serious issues
concerning the successful implementation of the 0.5 percent sulphur in marine fuel
cap, which is scheduled to come into effect globally overnight on 1 January 2020.

Such chaos would have serious consequences for the movement of the world’s
energy, raw materials and manufactured products — about 90 percent of global trade
being carried by sea.

This was the principal conclusion of the Annual General Meeting of ICS’s member
national shipowner associations which met in Hong Kong last week.

Speaking from Hong Kong, ICS Chairman Esben Poulsson said:

‘The shipping industry fully supports the IMO global sulphur cap and the positive
environmental benefits it will bring, and is ready to accept the significant increase in
fuel costs that will result. But unless a number of serious issues are satisfactorily
addressed by governments within the next few months, the smooth flow of maritime
trade could be dangerously impeded. It is still far from certain that sufficient
quantities of compliant fuels will be available in every port worldwide by 1 January
2020. And in the absence of global standards for many of the new blended fuels that
oil refiners have promised, there are some potentially serious safety issues due to
the use of incompatible bunkers.’

Mr Poulsson added:

‘Governments, oil refiners and charterers of ships responsible for meeting the cost
of bunkers all need to understand that ships will need to start purchasing compliant
fuels several months in advance of 1 January 2020. But at the moment no one
knows what types of fuel will be available or at what price, specification or in what
quantity. Unless everyone gets to grips with this quickly we could be faced with an
unholy mess with ships and cargo being stuck in port.’



ICS emphasises that governments will need to make significant progress on these
issues at a critical IMO meeting in July about the impending global sulphur cap, to
which ICS — in cooperation with other international industry associations — will be
making a number of detailed technical submissions to assist successful
implementation of what ICS describes as a regulatory game changer.

European Commission Needs to Respect IMO CO2 Reduction Strategy

The ICS AGM in Hong Kong endorsed its support for the historic UN IMO agreement
adopted in April 2018 on a comprehensive strategy to phase out international
shipping’s CO2 emissions completely. This includes targets to improve the sector’s
CO:z efficiency by at least 40 percent by 2030 and 70 percent by 2050, and a very
ambitious goal to cut the sector’s total GHG emissions by at least 50 percent by
2050 regardless of growth in demand for maritime transport.

ICS member national associations agreed to contribute constructively to the
immediate development of additional IMO regulations that will start to have a direct
impact on further reducing international shipping’s CO2 emissions before 2023, in
line with the new IMO strategy. They agreed that ICS should come forward with
detailed proposals before the next round of IMO discussions in October on reducing
GHG emissions from shipping.

However, ICS members expressed serious disappointment at the apparent intention
of the European Union to press on with the implementation of a regional CO2
reporting system at variance to the global system already agreed by IMO, despite
having given an undertaking to align the MRV regulation with the global regime.

‘We are still waiting to see the final recommendations from the European
Commission following a recent consultation’ said ICS Chairman Esben

Poulsson. ‘But the industry has made clear its total opposition to the publication of
data about individual ships using abstract operational efficiency metrics that bear no

relation to CO2 emissions in real life and which will be used to penalise shipowners
unfairly.’

Mr Poulsson added:

‘Anything less than a full alignment with the IMO CO: data collection system will be
seen as a sign of bad faith by many non-EU nations who recently agreed to the IMO
GHG reduction strategy, precisely to discourage such unilateral measures which risk
seriously distorting maritime trade and global shipping markets.’



Esben Poulsson Re-elected

The ICS AGM, which was hosted by the Hong Kong Shipowners Association, re-
elected Esben Poulsson (Singapore) as ICS Chairman for a further two year term.
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
