Denizcilik Sektorii 5 Milyar ABD Dolar1 Tutarindaki Dekarbonizasyon Fonu i¢in
Hiikiimetlere Cagrida Bulundu

Denizcilik sektori, 5 milyar ABD Dolart tutarindaki Ar-Ge Fonuna yonelik olumlu
yaklagimlart memnuniyetle karsilamis olup bunun yani sira hiikiimetleri iklim taahhiitleri
dogrultusunda hareket etmeye ve denizcilik sektoriiniin dekarbonizasyonunu desteklemek
iizere daha fazla zaman kaybetmeden kararli eylemlerle ilerlemek i¢in ¢agrida bulunmustur.

Uluslararas1 Denizcilik Orgiitii (IMO) Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi (MEPC) 76.
Oturumu’nda hiikiimetler, olusturulacak Uluslararasi Denizcilik Arastirma ve Gelistirme
Kurulu (IMRB) tarafindan yonetilecek ve IMO tarafindan denetlenecek 5 milyar ABD Dolar1
tutarindaki Ar-Ge Fonu programi lizerinde ¢alismalarin siirdiiriilmesini kabul etmis olup bir¢ok
iilke teklifi desteklemek iizere girisimde bulunmustur. Ancak, calismalarin devam etmesi i¢in
bir sonraki toplantinin beklenecek olmasi hayal kiriklig1 yaratmaktadir.

Denizcilik sektoriiniin dekarbonizasyonuna olanak saglamak i¢in hayati 6nem tastyan 5 milyar
ABD Dolar1 tutarindaki Ar-Ge programi, deniz tasimacilifinda sifir emisyonlu teknolojilerin
ve yakitlarin gelistirilmesini ve piyasaya siiriilmesini hizlandirmaya yonelik olarak
tasarlanmustir.

Sektor orgiitleri tarafindan; “Ar-Ge fonu son ii¢ yilda olduk¢a gelistirilmistir. Bu, tek somut
teklif olup iizerinde anlasmaya varilarak 2023 yiuina kadar uygulamaya konulabilir.
Hiikiimetler hakli olarak inovasyon ve dekarbonizasyonun mevcut durumda gergeklesmesi
cagrisinda bulunmaktadir. Ilerleme kaydetmek ve ihtiyag duyulan Ar-Ge calismalarini zaman
kaybetmeden hizlandirmak igin IMO iiye devletlerine ihtiya¢ duyulmaktadir.” agiklamasinda
bulunulmustur.

IMO, 2050 yilina kadar toplam denizcilik sektoriinden kaynaklanan emisyonlar1 en az %50
oraninda azaltmak i¢in hedefler belirlerken, Amerika Birlesik Devletleri (ABD) ve Avrupa
Birligi (AB) oniimiizdeki 30 y1l i¢cinde sifir emisyonlu denizcilik ¢agrisinda bulunmaktadir. Bu
dogrultuda denizcilik sektoriiniin basarili olabilmesi i¢in 2030 yilina kadar okyanus 6tesi sefer
yapabilen sifir karbonlu gemilere ihtiyac1 duyulmaktadir. Ancak, agik denizlerde sefer yapan
gemileri sifir karbonlu yakitlarla ¢alistiracak teknolojiler henliz mevcut olmamakla birlikte
giincel Ar-Ge calismalari yeterli degildir.

Armator birlikleri tarafindan; “Sifir karbon teknolojileri ve yakitlara yonelik Ar-Ge
calismalarimin acilen yayginlastirilmasi ve hizlandirilmasi gerekmektedir. Ancak bahse konu
veniliklerin elde edilebilmesi igin finansmana ihtiyag¢ duyulmaktadir. Denizcilik sektorii
inovasyonu hizlandirmak igin, hiikiimetlere herhangi bir maliyet yansitmadan 5 milyar ABD
Dolari tutarinda garantili finansman saglamaya ve tiim iilkelere fonun gelistirdigi calismalara
ve teknolojilere esit erisim saglama konusunda isteklidir. Ne i¢in bekliyoruz?” agiklamasinda
bulunulmustur.

Ar-Ge programi i¢in diger iilkelerden de destek gérmek umut vermektedir. Artik somut
diizenleyici ve teknolojik ilerleme icin daha fazla katilim gerekmektedir. Bu durum,
“Basarisizlik bir secenek degildir” ifadesiyle IMO Genel Sekreteri Kitack LIM tarafindan
acikca belirtilmistir. Bahse konu teklif uluslararasi diizeyde dikkat ¢ekmis olup MEPC 77 ve
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Birlesmis Milletler iklim Degisikligi Konferansi’nin (COP) 26. Toplantis’nda daha da
yakindan takip edilmesi 6ngdriilmektedir.

Sayin LIM sozlerine; “Ar-Ge Fonu teklifi olgunlasmis ve onaylanmaya hazir durumdadir.
Denizcilik sektorii, fonu, odeme sistemini ve gerekli finansmani kurmak icin gereken
calismalart yapmayi taahhiit etmistir. Bu stireci simdi bagslatabiliriz, iklim ve gelecek nesiller
adina bunu yapmak zorundayiz” ifadesiyle sézlerine devam etmistir.

IMRB’yi denizcilikten sektdriinden kaynaklanan sera gazi emisyonlarini azaltmaya yonelik cok
ihtiya¢ duyulan bir gerceklik haline getirme siirecinde ilk somut adim olarak Kasim 2021
aymnda icra edilecek MEPC 77°de MARPOL Ek-VI’ya yonelik Onerilen degisikliklerin
onaylanmasi i¢in hiikiimetlere ¢agrida bulunulmustur.

Uluslararasi Denizcilik Arastirma ve Gelistirme Kurulu IMRB) Onerisinde One Cikan
Hususlar

e IMRB, yalnizca diisiik karbonlu ve sifir karbonlu yakitlar, enerji kaynaklari, tahrik
sistemleri ve diger yeni sera gazi azaltma teknolojilerinin arastirilmasini ve gelistirilmesini
hizlandirmak amaciyla IMO denetimine tabi olacak ve IMO tarafindan onaylanan bir tiiziik
kapsaminda faaliyet gdsterecektir.

e Uluslararasi Denizcilik Arastirma Fonu (International Maritime Research Fund — IMRF),
IMRB arastirma ve gelistirme programlari i¢in sektor finansmani saglayacak ve her gemi
tarafindan tiiketilen bir ton yakit bagina 2 ABD Dolar katki saglayarak on yillik bir siire
icinde yaklasik 5 milyar ABD Dolar1 tutarinda fon olusturacaktir.

o Enerji tedarikgileri, teknoloji sirketleri, arastirma ve gelistirme kurumlari1 ve vakiflari gibi
diger ilgili paydaslar, Uluslararasi Denizcilik Arastirma Kurulu’na ve ¢alismalaria katilim
saglamaktan ve katkida bulunmaktan memnuniyet duyacaktir.

e IMRB, ticari kuruluslarin 2030 yilina kadar kabul goren teknolojileri kiiresel filoya
tastyacak hizmetleri saglamasina olanak saglayacak arastirma ve gelistirme projeleri
sunarak 10-15 yil icinde misyonunu tamamlayacak sekilde tasarlanmistir.

Shipping industry urges governments to act on USD 5 billion decarbonisation fund

June 18, 2020. For immediate release. The shipping industry has welcomed the growing momentum for a
USD 5 billion R&D Fund for shipping, but is calling on governments to act in line with their climate
commitments and not waste more time in moving forward with decisive action to support the
decarbonisation of the industry.

At the recent UN IMO meeting (MEPC 76), the world’s governments agreed to continue work on the IMO-
supervised USD 5 billion R&D Fund programme, to be led by a new International Maritime Research and
Development Board (IMRB), with many nations stepping up to support the proposal. However, it is
disappointing that yet again we must wait for the next meeting before we can get going.

The USD 5 billion R&D programme is designed to accelerate the development and introduction of zero-
emission technologies and fuels for maritime transport, which are vital for allowing the industry to
decarbonise.

“The R&D fund has been thoroughly developed over the past three years. It is the only concrete proposal
on the table and can be agreed and put in place by 2023. Governments rightly call for innovation and for
decarbonisation to happen now. This is now, and we need IMO member states to move forward and allow
us to accelerate the R&D needed without further delay,” the industry organisations said.

The IMO has set targets to cut total shipping emissions by at least 50 per cent by 2050, with the United
States and the EU now calling for zero emissions shipping within the next 30 years. To succeed, the
industry needs zero-carbon ships, capable of trans-oceanic voyages, available by 2030. However,
technologies for operating deep-sea vessels on zero-carbon fuels are not yet available and current R&D
efforts are not sufficient.

“We urgently need to expand and accelerate R&D around zero-carbon technologies and fuels. But
innovation does not come for free. To catalyse innovation, the industry is willing to provide guaranteed
funding of 5 billion USD at no cost to governments, giving all nations equitable access to the work and the
technologies the fund advances. So, what are we waiting for?” the shipowner organisations said.

It is encouraging to see support for the R&D programme from additional nations. Now more engagement is
needed for concrete regulatory and technological progress. UN IMO General Secretary Kitack Lim has made
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it clear: “Failure is not an option”. The wider world is watching, and it will be watching even more closely at
MEPC 77 and COP26.

“The R&D fund proposal is mature and ready for approval, and the industry has already committed to doing
the work needed to establish the fund, a payment system, and the funding necessary. We can do this now,
and for the sake of our climate and future generations, we must.”

We urge governments to approve the proposed amendments to Annex 6 of MARPOL at MEPC 77 in

November as the first concrete step forward in making the IMRB a much-needed reality to reduce GHG
emissions from shipping.

NOTES TO EDITOR:

Highlights of the International Maritime Research and Development Board (IMRB) proposal:

e The IMRB would be subject to IMO Oversight, with the sole duty to accelerate the research and development
of low-carbon and zero-carbon fuels, energy sources, propulsion systems and other new GHG reduction
technologies, operating under a Charter approved by the IMO.

e An International Maritime Research Fund (IMRF) would provide industry financing for the IMRB research and
development programmes, collecting about USD 5 billion over a ten-year period via contributions of USD 2
per tonne of fuel consumed by every ship.

e Other relevant stakeholders such as energy suppliers, technology companies, research and development
institutions and foundations would be welcome to participate and contribute to the International Maritime
Research Board and its work.

e The IMRB is designed to work itself out of a job in 10-15 years by delivering research and development
projects that will then allow commercial entities to provide the technologies and services that will move
proven technologies into the global fleet by the 2030s, so that the IMO target for 2050 can be achieved.
