REGULATOR TO DELIVER NET ZERO BY 2050

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Shipping industry sets out bold plan to global regulator to deliver net zero
by 2050

- Ahead of COP26, International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) commits global industry to net
zero 2050 target, setting out a pathway to industry’s UN regulator

London, 5t October 2021. The International Chamber of Shipping has submitted plans to the
industry’s UN regulator, the International Maritime Organization (IMO), detailing urgent measures
which governments must take to help the industry achieve net zero CO2 emissions by 2050.

Just one month before the shipping industry’s flagship COP26 decarbonisation conference ‘Shaping
the Future of Shipping’, ICS (which represents 80% of the global shipping industry), is pushing
governments to double the ambition of the IMO’s current target, which is to reduce emissions from
international shipping by 50% by 2050.

The plans include a compulsory R&D fund to develop zero-carbon technologies, and the
development of a carbon levy for shipping to expedite the transition to more expensive zero-carbon
fuels.

In its submission, shipping accepts the vital need to accelerate decarbonisation timelines. But it
states that a net zero target by 2050 will only be plausible if governments take the necessary
actions to achieve this. The industry has therefore taken the unique step of proactively setting out
the measures that must be taken by governments to make decarbonisation by 2050 a reality rather
than a soundbite.

The adoption by IMO of a net zero target will send the very strong signal sought by the industry, as
well as energy providers, shipbuilders and engine manufacturers, so that investments in green fuels
and technology can be accelerated and scaled.

Given the typical 25-year life of new oceangoing ships, if the industry is to meet an ambitious net
zero target, thousands of zero-emission ships will need to be in the water by 2030. It will therefore
be critical for the IMO to adopt those urgent measures required to accelerate an increase in
Technology Readiness Levels. A key step is for governments to approve the establishment of the
USs billion IMO Maritime Research Fund (IMRF) at a critical IMO meeting this November, just two
weeks after COP 26.

This call supports the IMRF ($5billion R&D Fund) proposal which will provide guaranteed levels of
funding to accelerate the development of zero emission ships, without requiring governments to
use taxpayers’ money. This is because the IMRF will be funded by mandatory R&D contributions
from shipowners globally, via a US2 levy, which the shipping industry wants in place by 2023.



To expedite the transition to net zero, ICS has also made a comprehensive proposal setting out the
architecture for a broader carbon levy applicable to shipping, which will be considered by IMO
Member States at a meeting in mid-October. This global carbon levy will help close the price gap
between zero-carbon and conventional fuels and could be used to provide the billions of dollars
needed to deploy essential new bunkering infrastructure required in ports worldwide, to ensure
consistency in the industry’s green transition for both developed and developing economies in
the run up to 2050.

Esben Poulsson, Chairman of ICS, said: “Talk is cheap, and action is difficult. So, our net zero
offering sets out the *how’ as well as the ‘what’ for decarbonising shipping by 2050. We're saying to
governments that if they really want to reach net zero, they need to move from empty
commitments to tangible action.

"A net zero carbon ambition is achievable by 2050. But only provided governments take the
unglamorous but urgent decisions needed to manage this process within a global regulatory
framework.”

John Adams, Chairman of the ICS GHG measures working group commented:

“We have expended a great deal of senior industry leaders time deliberating and analysing the most
effective and equitable proposals to ensure that we can decarbonise our industry quickly and
effectively. If adopted by governments at the IMO, these measures could lead to regulation that will
swiftly move the shipping sector and associated industries towards a zero-carbon future.

“Governments can make a huge statement of their intent to get behind this new timeline by
approving the industry’s proposed $5bn R&D fund in November at the IMO."”

The proposal, available here also includes plans for the sharing of intellectual property amongst
industry innovators in zero carbon technologies, to accelerate the pace of change within shipping.

Guy Platten, Secretary General, ICS concluded:

“This is a unique case of an industry demanding to be more tightly requlated on carbon emissions,
and putting its hand up to do the grunt work of getting there. We're not trying to win headlines —
we're trying to reach net zero.

“If a net zero target is to be more than a political gesture, governments need to recognise the
magnitude of the challenge of phasing-out CO, emissions from large oceangoing ships. Only these
proposed measures can tackle the innovation and knowledge gap, and challenges of a global
equitable transition, that shipping’s decarbonisation presents.”

Denizcilik sektorii, 2050 yilina kadar net sifir emisyon hedefini saglamak icin IMO’yz_3
iddiah bir plan sunuyor

Birlesmis Milletler Iklim Degisikligi Cerceve Sozlesmesi'nin 26’nc1 Taraflar Konferansi
(Climate Change Conference of the Parties-COP26) dncesinde, Uluslararast Deniz Ticaret
Odas1 (International Chamber of Shipping-ICS), kiiresel denizcilik sektoriiniin 2050 yil1 net
sifir emisyon hedefini taahhiit ederek sektoriin Birlesmis Milletler nezdindeki diizenleyici
kurulusu Uluslararas1 Denizcilik Orgiitii’yle (International Maritime Organization-IMO) temas
saglamaktadir.

Uluslararasi1 Deniz Ticaret Odasi, IMO’ya planlarini sunarak, denizcilik sektoriintin 2050 yilina
kadar net sifir CO, emisyonuna ulagmasina yardimci olmak icin hiikiimetlerin almas1 gereken
acil onlemleri detaylandirmistir.

Kiiresel denizcilik sektoriiniin %80°ini temsil eden ICS, COP26’da denizcilik sektorii igin
biiyiilk onem arz eden “Denizciligin Gelecegini Sekillendirmek™ baslikli dekarbonizasyon
konferansindan bir ay oOnce, hiikiimetleri IMO’nun 2050 yilina kadar uluslararasi deniz
tasimaciligindan kaynaklanan emisyonlari %50 oraninda azaltma hedefini daha iddiali hale
getirmeye tesvik etmektedir.

ICS’in s6z konusu planlari, sifir karbonlu teknolojiler gelistirmek i¢in zorunlu bir Ar-Ge fonu
olusturulmasini ve konvansiyonel yakitlara gére daha maliyetli olan sifir karbonlu yakitlara
gecisi hizlandirmak i¢in deniz tasimaciligi sektoriine yonelik bir karbon vergisinin
gelistirilmesini icermektedir.

Sunulan 6neride, dekarbonizasyona ge¢is siirecinin hizlandirilmasi i¢in onemli bir ihtiyag
oldugu deniz tasimacilig1 sektorii tarafindan kabul edilmektedir. Bunun yani sira 2050 yilina
kadar net sifir emisyon hedefinin ancak hiikiimetlerin gerekli dnlemleri almasi durumunda
ulasilabilir olacagi belirtilmektedir. Bu nedenle denizcilik sektorii, 2050 yilina kadar
dekarbonizasyon siirecini bir gerceklik haline getirmek icin hiikiimetler tarafindan alinmasi
gereken onlemleri proaktif olarak belirleme konusunda 6nemli bir adim atmaistir.

IMO tarafindan net sifir emisyon hedefinin benimsenmesi, deniz tasimaciligi sektoriiniin yani
sira enerji saglayicilari, gemi insacilar1 ve makine Ureticilerini harekete gecirecek ve boylece
yesil yakit ve teknolojilere yapilan yatirimlar hizlandirilacaktir.

Yeni insa edilen deniz asir1 sefer yapan gemilerin ortalama 25 yillik kullanim siiresi goz oniine
alindiginda, deniz tasimaciligr sektorii iddiali net sifir emisyon hedefine ulagsmak istiyorsa, 2030
yilina kadar binlerce sifir emisyonlu geminin kullanima hazir olmasi gerekmektedir. Bu
nedenle, IMO tarafindan Teknoloji Hazirlik Seviyesi’'nde (Technology Readiness Level-TRL)
artist hizlandirmak i¢in gerekli acil tedbirlerin alinmasi kritik bir 6neme sahip olmaktadir.
COP26’dan iki hafta sonra Kasim 2021 ayinda diizenlenecek Deniz Cevresini Koruma
Komitesi 77. Oturumu’nda (Marine Environment Protection Committee — MEPC77), 5 Milyar
ABD Dolar tutarindaki IMO Denizcilik Aragtirma Fonu’nun (IMO Maritime Research and
Development Found-IMRF) olusturulmasinin onaylanmasi hiikiimetler tarafindan atilacak
onemli bir adim olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir.

Bu cagri, hiikiimetlerin vergi miikelleflerinin parasin1 kullanmasini gerektirmeden sifir
emisyonlu gemilerin gelistirilmesini hizlandirmak icin garantili finansman saglayacak olan
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IMRF teklifini desteklemektedir. Bdylece, deniz tasimaciligi sektoriiniin 2023 yilina kadar
uygulamaya koymak istedigi 2 ABD Dolar1 tutarindaki vergi sistemi araciligiyla, diinya
capinda gemi sahiplerinin zorunlu Ar-Ge katkilariyla IMRF finanse edilecektir.

Ayrica ICS tarafindan net sifir emisyona gecisi hizlandirmak i¢in, Ekim 2021 ay1 ortasinda
diizenlenecek IMO toplantisinda Uye Devletler tarafindan ele almacak olan, deniz tasimacilig
sektoriine yonelik daha genis bir karbon vergilendirme yapisini belirleyen kapsamli bir 6neri
sunulmustur. Bahse konu kiiresel karbon vergisi, 2050 yilina kadar olan siirecte gelismis ve
gelismekte olan iilke ekonomileri i¢in denizcilik sektoriinlin yesil gecisinde tutarlilifi
saglamaya yonelik olarak sifir karbonlu yakitlar ile konvansiyonel yakitlar arasindaki fiyat
farkin1 kapatmaya yardimci olacak ve diinya c¢apindaki limanlarda kullanilacak yeni yakit
ikmali altyapisinin  kurulmasi kapsaminda gereken milyarlarca dolar1 saglamak igin
kullanilabilecektir.

ICS Bagkani Sayin Esben POULSSON; “Harekete gecmek zor bir eylemdir. Bu nedenle, net
sifir emisyon teklifimiz, 2050 yilina kadar deniz tasimaciliginin dekarbonizasyonuna yénelik
“nasitl” ve “ne” sorularina cevap vermektedir. Hiikiimetler, gercekten net sifir emisyon
hedefine ulasmak istiyorlarsa, soyut taahhiitler yerine somut eylemlere ge¢cmeleri
gerekmektedir.

2050 yilina kadar net sifir karbon hedefine ulasilabilir. Ancak bu durum yalnizca, hiikiimetlerin
bu stireci kiiresel bir diizenleyici ¢ergeve icinde yonetmesine yénelik acil kararlar almasiyla
saglanabilir.” agiklamasinda bulunmustur.

ICS Sera Gazi (Green House Gases-GHG) oOnlemleri g¢alisma grubu Baskani Saym John
ADAMS; “Sektoriimiiziin hizli ve etkili bir sekilde dekarbonizasyonunu saglamaya yonelik en
etkili ve adil teklifleri miizakere ve analiz etmek igin ¢ok sayida uzman sektor lideriyle zaman
gecirdik. Hiikiimetler tarafindan IMO’da soz konusu onlemlerin benimsenmesiyle, denizcilik
sektortinii ve ilgili sektorleri sifir karbonlu bir gelecege hizla tasiyacak diizenlemeler
saglanabilir.

Hiikiimetler, denizcilik sektoriiniin Kasim 2021 ayinda IMO ’ya sunacagi 5 Milyar ABD Dolari
tutarindaki Ar-Ge fonu onerisini onaylayarak bu yeni siireci destekleme niyetlerini agik¢a
belirtebilirler.” agiklamasinda bulunmustur.

ICS tarafindan sunulan teklif ayni zamanda, deniz tagimaciligindaki degisimi hizlandirmak igin
sifir karbon teknolojilerinde sektdr yenilikgileri arasinda fikri miilkiyetin paylasilmasina
yonelik planlar1 da igermektedir.

ICS Genel Sekreteri Sayin Guy PLATTEN; “Bu oneri, karbon emisyonlari konusunda daha
stk bir sekilde diizenlenmeyi talep eden ve bu hedefe ulasmaya yénelik zorluklar: asmak igin
onciiliik yapan denizcilik sektorii agisindan ornek teskil etmektedir. Giindemde olmak yerine
net sifir emisyon hedefine ulasmaya ¢alisiyoruz.

Net sifir hedefinin politik bir iyi niyet gostergesinden daha fazlasi olmasi isteniyorsa,
hiikiimetlerin ac¢ik denizlerde sefer yapan biiyiik gemilerden kaynaklanan CO, emisyonlarini
asamall olarak sifirlanmasinin zorlugunu kabul etmesi gerekmektedir. Sadece sunulan bu
tedbirler ile deniz tasimaciligr sektoriiniin dekarbonizasyonu igin yenilik¢i bilgi boslugu ve
kiiresel ¢apta adil bir gegis siirecinin zorluklari ¢oziime kavusabilir.” seklinde aciklamalarda
bulunmustur.
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
