ilgi yazida, Panama Kanal idaresi’'nin, El Nino olayinin tipik yagmur mevsiminde kanal
havzasina alisiimadik bir kurak hava dénemi getirmesi sonrasindaki haftalarda olmasi muhtemel
draft sinirlamalarina iliskin uyarida bulundugu bildirilmektedir.

Panama Kanali idaresi, miisterilere ydnelik bir tavsiyesinde, suyun korunmasi dogrultusunda
bir dizi tedbirin hayata gegcirilmesine karsin, Gatun ve Alajuela Gélleri'nde 2016 kuraklik mevsimine
kadar en uygun (optimum) seviyelere ulasilamadigini belirtmistir.

Panama Kanali idaresi, 2015 yilinda kaydedilen kanal havzasi yiizey akisinin 103 yillik sistematik
hidrolojik bilgi tarihindeki en koétii ikinci kayit oldugunu ifade etmistir. Kanal idaresi’'nin belirttigine
gore; 2015 yili boyunca yagis miktari ortalamanin % 36 altinda gerceklesmis olup, gectigimiz 29 ay
boyunca kaydedilen yagis miktarinin 26’si normalin altinda kalmistir. Ayrica, Gatun Gali’niin seviyesi
su anda 81.75 ft olup, bahse konu seviye yilin bu dénemi icin kaydedilen en disik seviyedir. Kanal
idaresi ayrica, gelecek aylara iliskin hava ve su tiiketimi tahminlerine dayanarak, Kanal’dan gegen
gemiler icin Nisan ayindan itibaren draft sinirlamalarinin giindeme gelebilecegini belirtmektedir.

Kanalin yeni lig¢lincii lok grubundaki sizinti yapan tabanin onarim ¢alismalarinin tamamlandigini
aciklayan Kanal idaresi, transit operasyonlan etkileyebilecek her tiirli eylemi vakti geldiginde
miusterilerine bildirecegini ifade etmistir. Ayni zamanda, maksimum transit draft, yalpa omurgasi
konfigiirasyonuna bagl kisitlamalarla birlikte, en dip dalis noktasinda (39.06 ft Tropik Tatl Su) kalmaya

devam etmektedir.

Unusual dry season
could lead to restrictions
on vessel transits from
April
THE Panama Canal Authority
has warned of possible
draught restrictions in the
coming weeks after the El
Nifio phenomenon brought an
unusual period of dry weather
to the canal watershed during
the typical rainy season,
writes Linton Nightingale.
In an advisory to customers,
the ACP said that despite
implementing a number of
water conservation measures,
it was unable to prevent the
Gatun and Alajuela Lakes
from reaching their optimum
level in the lead up to the 2016
dry season.
“The 2015 canal watershed
runoff recorded was the
second worst in a history
of 103 years of systematic
hydrological information,”
said the ACP.
“Rainfall during 2015 was
36% below average and during
the last 29 months, 26 of those
recorded precipitations were
below normal.”
“Gatun Lake’s level is
currently at 81.75 ft, the lowest
on record for this time of
year.”
The ACP added that, based
on weather forecasts and
water consumption estimates
for the upcoming months,
draught restrictions could
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come into play from April

for vessels transiting the
waterway.

The authority, which

revealed last week that works
to repair seeping sills in the
waterway’s new third set of
locks have been completed,
said that it will inform its
customers in due course if any
actions will be taken that may
affect transit operations.
Meanwhile, the maximum
transit draught currently
remains unchanged — 39.06

ft TFW (Tropical Fresh Water)
at the deepest point of
immersion, with restrictions
depending on vessel bilge keel
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
